CHAPTER - il

UPERATING TRANSPORTATION

A. FREIGHT OPERATION

East Coast Railway closed the year 2015-16 with spectacular performance in freight operations. The
Railway, during the fiscal, added another glorious chapter in its history by achieving record revenue loading
of 173.49 MT against 161.91 MT during 2014-15, registering an improvement of 11.58 MT(+7.2%) over
the previous year and 5.51 MT (3.1%) less than the budgeted target, which has led the zone as highest
freight loading zone in IR.

The originating freight earnings increased from Rs 13881.55 Crores in 2014-15 to Rs 15842.81 Crores
in 2015-16, registering an increase of 14.1% over previous year.

Similarly originating net tonne kilometers (NTKMs) increased from 78.13 billion in 2014-15 to 85.21 billion
in 2015-16 registering an increase of 9.1%.over previous year.

The growth of originating loading over the years has been phenomenal for the zone. It has registered
a double digit growth in incremental loading during last five years despite the extreme adverse
conditions of disruption to train services on the KK line due to Maoist activities, frequent strikes
at Talcher and recession in steel sector.
