or is present in relation to or connected with any act or behaviour of
sexual harassment may amount to sexual harassment :-
(i) implied or explicit promise of preferential treatment in employment;

or
(ii) implied or explicit threat of detrimental treatment in employment; or
(iii) implied or explicit threat about her present or future employment

status; or
(iv) interference with her work or creating an intimidating or offensive or

hostile work environment for her; or
(v) humiliating treatment likely to affect her health or safety,

(c) “workplace” includes,-
(i) any department, organisation, undertaking, establishment,

enterprise, institution, office, branch or unit which is established,
owned, controlled or wholly or substantially financed by funds
provided directly or indirectly by the Central Government;

Para 2 Provided as follows :-

‘‘2. In partial modification of the above instructions it has now been decided
that wherever a Selection Committee Board exists or has to be constituted for
making recruitment to ten or more vacancies in Group ‘C’ or Group ‘D’ posts or
services it shall be mandatory to have one Member belonging to SC/ST/OBC
and one Member belonging to Minority Community in such Committees/Boards.
Further, one of the Members of the Selection Committees/Boards whether from
the general category or from the minority community or from SC, ST.OBC should
be a lady failing which a lady member should be co opted on the Committee/
Board. It may please be ensured that where the number of vacancies against
which the selection is to be made is less than ten no effort should be spared in
finding SC/ST/OBC officer, minority community officer and a lady officer as
explained in para (2) for inclusion in such Committees/Boards.’’
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2. The matter has been reviewed and in partial modification of above
instructions, it has now been decided that wherever a Selection Committee/
Board exist or has to be constituted for making recruitment to 10 or more
vacancies in any level of posts or services, it shall be mandatory to have one
Member belonging to SC/ST, one Member belonging to OBC category and one
member belonging to Minority Community in such Committees/Board. Further,
one of the members of the Selection Committee/Board, whether from the general
category or from the minority community or from the SC/ST/OBC community
should be a lady failing which a lady member should be co-opted on the
Committee/Board. It may also be ensured that where the number of vacancies
against which selection is to be made is less than ten, no effort should be
spared in finding the SC/ST, OBC officer and the Minority Committee Officer
and a lady officer, for inclusion in such Committees/Boards.

3. Similar instructions in Public Sector Undertakings and Financial Institutions
including Public Sector Banks will be issued by Department of Public Enterprises
and Ministry of Finance respectively.

Kindly-refer to Railway Board’s above mentioned letter vide which a Special
‘Voluntary Retirement Scheme (SVRS) was introduced in the Rail ways for Group
‘C’ & ‘D’ employees who have been declared surplus (medically decategorised
or otherwise).

Board desires to know how many surplus staff have availed of this Scheme
till now. This information may be sent latest by 16.2.2015.

It is once again reiterated that the Scheme be given wide publicity by the
Railways/Production Units through display on notice board and information to
surplus staff through Staff Welfare Inspector.

Subject : Special Voluntary Retirement Scheme for Surplus Railway Employees.

[No. E(P&A)I-2002/RT-1, dated 4.8.2004.]

The Special Voluntary Retirement Scheme introduced by the Department of
Personnel & Training vide their O.M. No. 25013/6/2001 Estt.(A), dated 28.2.2002
for Government employees declared Surplus, was under consideration of the
Ministry of Railways for quite same time, The president is pleased to introduce
a similar Special Voluntary Retirement Scheme (SVRS) for permanent Group
‘C’ and ‘D’ employees of the Railways who have been declared surplus (medically
decategorised or otherwise) and placed in a supernumerary post and who cannot
be redeployed within the Railway/Production Unit and have more than five years
of residual service, subject to the following stipulations :—

(a) Employees would be eligible to give notice for Special Voluntary
Retirement Scheme after a period of one year from the date he/she is
declared surplus and placed in a supernumerary post.

(b) Railway/Production Unit would be reckoned as the unit for the purpose of
providing alternative employment.

(c) CPO of the Railway/Production Unit would certify non-availability of avenue
of alternative employment, which would constitute a precondition for
acceptance of the Special Voluntary Retirement application of the
employee.
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2. The features of the Special Voluntary Retirement Scheme are as under :-

(i) Only those employees, having more than 5 year of residual service in the
above mentioned categories may opt for the Scheme.

(ii) An optee of Special VRS will be entitled to receive an ex-gratia amount
equal to basic pay plus dearness allowance for the number of days worked
out on the basis of length of service @ 35 days for each completed year
and 25 days for each remaining year. For any part of a year, the number of
days, for ex-gratia amount, will be worked out on the basis of 365 days in
a year. The ex-gratia amount will be further subject to the following
conditions:—

(a) Total number of years to be counted for payment of ex-gratia will not exceed
33 years; :

(b) No weightage of additional service will be given for the purpose of
calculation of ex-gratia;

(c) The ex-gratia will be subject to a minimum of Rs. 25,000/- or 250 days
emoluments, whichever is higher;

(d) The ex-gratia amount should not exceed the sum of the basic pay plus DA
that the employee would draw at the prevailing level for the balance of the
period of service left before superannuation;

(e) The ex-gratia amount will be paid in lump-sum;

(f) The ex-gratia amount upto Rs. 5:00 lakhs will be exempted from Income
Tax.

(iii) A weightage of five years to the qualifying service shall be given under
Railway Services (Pension) Rules, 1993 to such permanent surplus
Railway employees and medically decategorised employees who have
rendered a minimum of 15 years of qualifying service on the date they are
declared surplus/medically decategorised. However, as provided in Rule
68 of Railway Services (Pension) Rules, 1993 the qualifying length of
service after taking into account the aforesaid weightage should not be
more than the service he/she would have rendered had he/she retired on
the date of his/her superannuation;

(iv) Encashment of unutilised Leave on Average Pay accumulated on the date
of relief as per the Railway Services (Liberalized Leave) Rules, 1949;

(v) Payment of savings element with interest in the Railway Employees Group
Insurance Scheme as per rules;

(vi) TA/DA as on retirement for self and family for settling, anywhere in India
as per Travelling Allowance Rules.

3. Payment of ex-gratia to the Railway employees declared surplus/
medically decategorised and opting for the Special VRS will be over and above
the normal retirement entitlement under Railway Services (Pension) Rules,
1993.

4. The order of voluntary retirement in each case should clearly stipulate
that the surplus/supernumerary post held by the retiring incumbent will stand
abolished from the date of his/her voluntary retirement.

5. The permanent Group ‘C’ and ‘D’ Railway employees can exercise the
option for SVRS, within three months, after a period of one year from the date
he/she has been declared surplus (medically decategorised or otherwise)
and placed in a supernumerary post. Employees who have already been
declared surplus (medically decategorised or otherwise) prior to issue of these
instructions can also exercise the option for SVRS within a period of three
months from the date of issue of this letter, provided they have been working
against supernumerary post for more than one year.

6. This issues with the concurrence of the Finance Directorate of the Ministry
of Railways.

7. All the Railways/Production Units are requested to give wide publicity to
this scheme through Railway gazettes, Notice Board etc.

2. It is clarified that all the driving duties performed by a loco pilot in the
locomotive cab are footplate duties. The experience gained by a loco pilot by
performing actual footplate duties is his driving experience. The minimum
guaranteed kilometres, incentive/ghat sections kilometres and shunting
kilometres, where actual footplate duties are not performed, may not be taken
into account while considering the eligibility criteria of running staff for the
selection of LIs/PRCs/CCs.

Sub. : Introduction of Single Window System (SWS) for reimbursement of
Railway Pensions.

The implementation of Single Window System for reimbursement of Railway
pensions disbursed through Corporation Bank and UCO Bank was under
consideration in Board’s office for some time due to the following advantages.

Advantages to the Zonal Railway : -

• The designated Railways need to interact only with the nominated Nodal
Branch for both submission of PPOs and receipt of pension scrolls.

• PPOs to be sent directly to the nominated Nodal Branch instead of the
various Link branches, which shall ensure timely dispatch thereof to their
Central Pension Processing Cell (CPPC) to ensure commencement of
pension payment from the month following which the pensioner retires.

• Due to quick submission of monthly pension scroll in both physical form
and electronic form, better monitoring and reconciliation process of the
pension debits resulting in more accuracy in the projection of pension
budget.

• Better monitoring of grievances and redressal thereof.

Advantages to the Pensioner : -

o The pension commences from the following month in which the pensioner
retires

o The pension is credited to the pensioner’s account every month on time.

o Minimize errors in amount of pension, arrears is calculated and paid.

o The grievances redressal system would become more effective.

Controller General of Accounts (CGA) and Reserve Bank of India (RBI)
have since approved the implementation of SWS with Corporation Bank
and UCO Bank. It has been decided to implement the scheme w.e.f.
01.04.2015. The main features of the existing system vis a vis SWS are
as under :

Present System : -

• FA&CAOs of all zonal railways and production units are authorized to
issue PPOs (Annexure 1). FA&CAOs draw the PPOs against the bank
opted by the pensioners and send the same to the nominated Link branch

of that bank directly which further forwards the same to the Paying Branch
concerned.

• The paying Branch takes the PPO on their record and thereafter credits
the pension amount monthly in the pensioner’s account and sends scroll
to the Link Branch.

• The Banks’ Link Branches compile the scrolls of all paying branches under
them and sends the same to the designated FA&CAOs (Annexure 2)

• Simultaneously, Link branch also submits the claim for the reimbursement
of pension payment to the designated nominated reimbursing agency i.e.
nominated RBI /SBI Branch.

• The Reimbursing Branch claims the reimbursement from RBI, CAS.

• RBI/CAS/Nagpur credits the account of the reimbursing bank and debits
the account of respective designated Railway.

Single Window System : -

• FA&CAO of all Zonal Railways / Production Units shall continue to be
authorized for issue of PPOs (Annexure 1).

• Corporation Bank and UCO Bank have nominated their nodal branches
at the Headquarter of the 16 designated FA&CAOs both for receiving of
the PPOs and submission of pension debit scrolls to the
FA&CAOs(Annexure 3&4 respectively). Copies of the special seal together
with specimen signatures of the authorized signatories should be sent to
the Nodal Branches for onward transmission to CPPC, to facilitate
verification thereof by Bank.

• In case of new pension, both halves of PPOs (i.e. disburser’s and
pensioner’s) sent by PPAs (Pension Paying Authority) will be received at
the Nodal branches nominated by the Bank and subsequently they will
send the pensioners’ half to the respective Pension Paying Branch for
onward delivery to the pensioners after due identification etc. and the Bank’s
half to the CPPC of the Bank.

• The images of the Pension Payment Order (PPOs) will be scanned and
stored in the master database by CPPC, which will be visible to the Pension
Paying branch also.

• CPPC would build up a master database (including scanned images of
PPOs) for the existing valid Railway Pensioners of all the branches of
Bank.

• The PPOs issued in a month by the Railways/PUs has to reach the
nominated Nodal Branch of the Bank by 5th of the ensuing month. The
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Nodal Branch will thereafter forward the disburser’s copy to the CPPC of
the Bank and the pensioner’s copy to the Paving Branch by 10th of the
month. Thereafter, the CPPC will carry on the necessary scanning and
other procedures so that payment of pension is ready to commence from
the following month in which the pensioner retires,,The paying branch will
intimate the pensioner, immediately, on the receipt of pensioner’s half so
that pensioner fulfils the necessary formalities with them and then advise
CPPC in this regard so that pension is credited in the pension account
invariably by the end of the month.

• Changes / modifications in the Pensioner’s Data/Pension Scroll will take
place at CPPC of the Bank. Pension will be processed at CPPC and scrolls
will be generated.other procedures so that payment of pension is ready to
commence from the following month in which the pensioner retires The
paying branch will intimate the pensioner, immediately, on the receipt of
pensioner’s half so that pensioner fulfils the necessary formalities with
them and then advise CPPC in this regard so that pension is credited in
the pension account invariably by the end of the month.

• Changes / modifications in the Pensioner’s Data/Pension Scroll will take
place at CPPC of the Bank. Pension will be processed at CPPC and scrolls
will be generated.

• Based on the generated Scroll, CPPC will credit the pension to the
pensioners’ accounts of all the CBS branches. For non CBS branches,
CPPC will send the Pension Scroll to Pension Paying Branches for doing
the needful at their end.

• CPPC will send the designated FA&CAO wise scroll and claim alongwith
the summary sheet under Single Window System (SWS) through Link
Cell Nagpur, to RBI CAS Nagpur for reimbursement at Single Point

• The nominated Nodal Branches at the Headquarter of the 16 designated
FA&CAOs will be the point of local liaison and submission of Pension
Scroll. The designated FA&CAO wise electronic Scroll will be sent to
respective Nodal Branches by CPPC. The Nodal Branches will submit the
pension debit scrolls in both physical form and electronic form to their
respective FA&CAO of Railway for reconciliation and record.

• The CPPC will also create a dashboard that can be viewed by all the PPO
issuing FA&CAOs and Railway Board indicating the details of PPOs
received in a month by their bank and the month of commencement of the
pension of the pensioners along with the remarks for non-commencement
of pension.

• The details of the pension payment viz Basic Pension, DA, Net Amount
etc should be accessible/viewable by the pensioner online

• CPPC will calculate pension and arrears, if any, as per the guidelines of
Pension Paying Authority. The details of pension calculation will be available
on the Bank’s network and the Pension Paying Branches will hand over a
copy of the printout to the pensioner. This information should also be
available online to the pensioners

• The Bank shall provide an online pension helpline wherein the pensioners
can view their pension details, lodge complaints related to pension payment
and the same will .also be viewable to the FA&CAOs office concerned.
The CPPC will have a sound grievance redressal mechanism/monitoring
cell to track the pensioner’s grievances lodged in the pension helpline or
otherwise forwarded by Pension Paying Branches, Ministry, Authority or
by directly by the pensioner.

• The PPOs against other banks would continue to be sent to their existing
Link branches till they are covered under SWS.

Further, the following instructions would be adhered to by the bank

• There would be a running serial number on the paying branch scroll. It
should be ensured that no scroll number is repeated or left out.

• The same check would be done on Nodal Branch Summary Scroll.

• At the pension accounting authority all amounts booked against duplicate
scroll numbers would be checked and the RBI would be asked to put back
these amounts to the Government accounts.

• The entire process from the start of payment of pension to reimbursement
at RBI, CAS, Nagpur will be handled by the concerned bank itself.

• The Nodal branches will be responsible for reconciliation with the Railways
and for settling discrepancies.

• As a onetime exercise authorized banks will send the nodal branch wise,
paying branch directory structure with complete postal address, pin code,
BSR code for proper and prompt settlement and reconciliation.

The Railways/Units may ensure implementation of the scheme with
Corporation Bank and UCO Bank w.e.f. 01.04.2015. The scheme will be
extended to other banks as and when they finalise the modalities and the approval
of CGA and RBI is obtained. The feedback on the implementation of the scheme
may be provided to Board’s office.

THE APPRENTICES (AMENDMENT) ACT, 2014
(NO. 29 OF 2014)

[5th December, 2014]
An Act furrther to amend the Apprentices Act, 1961.

Be it enacted by Parliament in the Sixty-fifth Year of the Republic of India as
follows :—

Short title and Commence-ment :
1. (1) This Act may be called the Apprentices (Amendment) Act, 2014.
(2) It shall come into force on such date as the Central Government may, by

notification in the Offcial Gazette, appoint.
Amendment of section 2 :
2. In the Apprentices Act, 1961 (hereinafter referred to as the principal Act),

in section namely:—
(i) in clause (d),in sub-clause (1), after item (b), the following item shall be

inserted, —
‘‘(bb) any establishment which is operating business or trade from different

locations situated in four or more States or’’,
(ii) for clauses (e), (j) and (k), the following clauses shall respectively be

substituted, namely :—
“(e) “designated trade” means any trade or occupation or any subject field in

engineering or non-engineering-or technology or any vocational course which
the Central Government, after consultation with the Central Apprenticeship

Council, may, by notification in the. Official Gazette, specify as a designated
trade for the purposes of this Act;

(j) ‘‘Graduate or technician apprentice’’ means an apprentice who holds, or
is undergoing training in order that he may hold a degree or diploma in
engineering or non-engineering or technology or equivalent qualification granted
by any institution recognised by the Government and undergoes apprenticeship
training in any designated trade,

(k) “industry” means any industry or business in which any trade, occupation
or subject field in engineering or non-engineering or technology or any vocational
course may be specified as a designated trade or optional trade or both;’

(iii) after clause (l), the following clauses shall be inserted, namely :–
‘(ll) ‘‘optional trade’’ means any trade or occupation or any subject field in

engineering or non-engineering or technology or any vocational course as may
be determined by the employer for the purposes of this Act;

(lll) ‘‘portal-site’’ means a website of the Central Government for exchange
of information under this Act;’;

(iv) in clause (pp), for the words ‘‘such subject field in any vocational course
as may be prescribed’’ the words ‘‘designated trade’’ shall be substituted;

(v) for clauses (q) and (r), the following clauses shall be substituted,
namely :—

‘(q) ‘‘trade apprentice’’ means an apprentice who undergoes apprenticeship
training in any designated trade;

(r) ‘‘Worker’’ means any person working in the premises of the employer,
who is employed for wages in any kind of work either directly or through any
agency including a contractor and who gets his wages directly or indirectly from
the employer but shall not include an apprentice referred to in clause (aa).’

Amendment of section 3 :
3. In section 3 of the principal Act. for clause (a), the following clause shall

be substituted, namely :—
‘‘ (a) is not less than fourteen years of age, and for designated trades related

to hazardous industries, not less than eighteen years of age; and’’
Amendment of section 4 :
4. in section 4 of the principal Act,—
(i) for sub-scetion (4), the following sub-sections shall be substituted, namely:–
‘‘(4) Every contract of apprenticeship entered into under sub-section (1) shall

be sent by the employer within thirty days to the Apprenticeship Adviser until a
portal-site is developed by the Central Government and thereafter the details of
contract of apprenticeship shall be entered on the portal-site within seven days,
for verification and registration.

(4A) In the case of objection in the contract of apprenticeship the
Apprenticeship Adviser shall convey the objection to the employer within fifteen
days from the date of its receipt.

(4B) The Apprenticeship Adviser shall register the contract of apprenticeship
within thirty days from the date of its receipt.’’;
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(ii) sub-section (5) shall be omitted.
Insertion of new sections 5A and 5B :
5. After section 5 of the principal Act, the following sections shall be inserted,

namely :—
Engagement of apprentices of apprentices from other States :
“5A. The qualification, period of apprenticeship training, holding of test, grant

of certificatè and other conditions relating to. the apprentices in optïonal trade
shali be such as may be prescribed.

5B. The employer may engage apprentices frorn other States for the purpose
of providing apprenticeship training to the apprentices.”

Amendment of section 6 :
6. In section 6 of the principal Act,—

‘‘Prescribed’’ shall be substituted;
(ii) for clause (aa), the following clause shall be substituted, namely :—

shall be such as may be prescribed,’’.

‘‘8 (1) The Central Government shall prescribe the number of apprentices to

be engaged by the employer for designated trade and optional trade.

from time to time by the Central Government in this behalf, for the purpose of
providing apprenticeship training to the apprentices under them.’’

(iv) for sub-section (7) and sub-section (7A), the following sub-section

shall be substituted, namely :—
‘‘ (7) In the case of an apprentice ofher than a graduate or technician

apprentice or technician (vocational) apprentice, the syllabus of and the
equipment to be utilised for, practical training including basic training in any
designated trade shall be such as may be approved by the Central Government
in consultation with the Central Apprenticeship Council.

(7A) In the case of graduate or technician apprentices or technician
(vocational) apprentices, the programme of apprenticeship training and the
facilities required for such training in any designated trade shall be such as may
be such as may be approved by the central Government in consultation with the
Central Apprenticeship Council.’’,

(v) in sub-section (8), in clause (c), after the words ‘‘employer alone’’, the
words ‘‘except apprentices who holds degree or diploma in non-engineering’’
shall be inserted

Amendment of section 15 :

Railway Board’s letter No. E(D&A)2014 RG6-35, dated : 18.02.2015 is as
under :

Sub. : Rule 5 of Railway Servants (Discipline and appeal) Rules, 1968 -
Instructions regarding timely review of suspension

Rule 5 of the Railway Servants (Discipline and appeal) Rules, 1968 deals
with the provisions of suspension. As per the rule, a Railway servant may be
placed under suspension in the following circumstances:

(a) where a disciplinary proceeding against hïm is contemplated or is pending;
or

(b) where, in the opinion of the authority competent to place a Railway servant
under suspension, hè has engaged himself in activities prejudicial to the
interest of the security of the state; or

(c) where a case against him in respect of any criminal offence, is under
investigation, inquiry or trial.

2. A Disciplinary Authority may also consider it appropriate to place a Railway
servant under suspension in the following circumstances. These are only
intended for guidance and should not be taken as mandatory:-

(i) Cases where continuance in office of the Railway servant will prejudice the
investigation, trial or any inquiry (e.g. apprehended tampering-with
witnesses or documents);

(ii) where the continuance in office of the Railway servant is likely to seriously
subvert discipline in the office in which the Railway servant is working;

(iii) where the continuance in office of the Railway servant will be against the
wider public interest [other than those covered by (i) and (ii)] such as there
is public scandal and it is necessary to place the Railway servant under
suspension to demonstrate the policy of the Government to deal strictly
with officers involved in such scandals, particularly corruption;

(iv) where allegations have been made against the Railway servant and
preliminary inquiry has revealed that a prima facie case is made out which
would justify his prosecution or his being proceeded against in departmental
proceedings, and where the proceedings are likely to end in his conviction
and/or dismissal, removal or compulsory retirement from service.

3. In the first three circumstances the Disciplinary Authority may exercise his
discretion to place a Railway servant under suspension even when the
case is under investigation and before a prima facie case has been
established. Suspension may be desirable in the circumstances indicated
below:-

(i) any offence or conduct involving moral turpitude;
(ii) corruption, embezzlement or misapproprïation of Government money,

possession of disproporti on ate assets, misuse of official powers for
personal gain;
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(iii) serious negligence and dereliction of duty resulting in considerable loss
to Railways;

(iv) desertion of duty;
(v) refusal or deliberate failure to carry out written orders of superior officers,

In respect of the types of misdemeanor specified in sub-clauses (iii) to (v)
herein above, discretion has to be exercised with care.

4. Rules 5(6) and 5(7) of RS(D&A) Rules, 1968, deal with the review of
suspension cases, The provision of review within ninety days is applicable
to all types of suspensions. However, in cases of continued detention, the
review becomes a mere formality with no consequences as a Railway
servant in such a situation has to be continued to be kept under deemed
suspension. A review of suspension is not necessary in such cases during
this period. Therefore, in all such cases the first review of suspension
becomes due on completion of ninety days counting from the date, the
Railway servant was released from detention, unless suspension has
already been revoked. Subsequent reviews shall become due before
completion of currently continuïng period of suspension. During each such
review, suspension can be extended for a period not exceeding 180 days
at a time.

5. It has come to notice that in cases of prolonged suspension period, the
courts have pointed out that the suspension cannot be continued for long
and that inspite of Railway Board’s instructions, the Disciplinary Authorities
are not finalizing the disciplinary proceedings within stipulated time. Also,
in such cases the Railway is unnecessarily paying subsistence allowance
without extracting any work and if, on the culmination of the disciplinary
proceedings, the charged officer is exonerated from the charges, the
Railway has to unnecessarily pay the full salary and treat the period of
suspension as on duty etc. It is therefore, desirable that timely review of
suspension is conducted in a just and proper manter and that the disciplinary
proceedings are finalized expeditiously,

6. The zonal Railways etc, may bring the existing instructions on timely review
of suspension and expeditious completion of disciplinary proceedings to
the notice of all concerned.

1.1 Since some of the Railways were deviating from the policy instructions
on the subject matter, Zonal Railways were advised vide Board’s letter
of even no. dated 13.05.2011.-’’ to scrupulously follow the instructions
contained in Board’s letter No E(W)86/PS5-13/1 dated 21.02.1986.

2. However, complaints are again pouring in regarding non compliance of
the said instructions by some of the Railways.

Consequent to framing of New Catering Policy-2010, in order to man the
catering activities with experienced staff, instructions were issued to IRCTC as
well as to Zonal Railways, vide Board’s letter No. E(NG)I-2003/TR/10 dated
28.12.2010 and E(NG)I-2003/TR/10/Pt dated 27.06.2011 with advise to call for
options from the Railways’ catering staff who had not been paid any pensionary/
retirement benefits due to administrative reasons, to come back to Railways
with the seniority as existed as on 31.03.2003 subject to the condition that their
consequential promotion should not lead to reversion of the existing catering
staff and the redeployed staff. In response, a total of 188 deemed deputationists
in IRCTC had exercised their option for repatriation to their respective parent
Railways, Antecedents and service particuiars of all these 188 DDOs have been
verified by IRCTC in consultation with the concerned zonal Railway.

2. The matter has been considered by the Board who wish to approve the
repatriation of all the above 188 DDOs to Railways on deputation terms as a

special case treating their tenure with IRCTC as deemed deputation period.
IRCTC will have to pay FSC charges to the concerned Railways for the intervening
period as the same is to be counted as period on deputation for all purposes.
The seniority of these staff in their respective parent cadre wil! be assigned as
existed as on 31.03.2003 i.e. before their absorption in IRCTC. They will be
eligible for all consequential promotion as per the revised percentage of posts
issued vide Board’s letter No. E(NG)l-2003/TR/10 dated 28.12,2010 (RBE
No.187/2010) subject to the condition .that consequential promotion of such
repatriated employees should not lead to reversion of the existing catering staff
and the redeployed staff.

In supersession of the earlier Standard Operating Procedure (SOP) issued
vide this office letter dated 11.12.2013, a revised SOP has been issued in
accordance with the directions of the Hon’ble High Court of Delhi in the Writ
Petition (Civil) No.5365/2012 Ms. Khusboo Jain Vs, Union of India, Juvenile
Justice [Care & Protection) Act-2000 and discussions in the Ministry of Women
and Child Development (MWCD)-on 15.12.2014 and 30.01.2015 on care and
protection of children in contact with Railways.

The revised Standard Operating Procedure (SOP) along with the Annexure
is being sent herewith for implementation.so as to ensure compliance of the
directions of Hon’ble High Court regarding care and protection of children in
contact with Indian Railways.

This SOP issues with the approval of Railway Board (MS, MT, ME &CRB).

STANDARD OPERATING PROCEDURE (SOP FOR RAILWAYS TO
ENSURE CARE AND PROTECTION OF CHILDREN IN

CONTACT WITH RAILWAYS
In reference to the above, and in follow up of the directions of the High Court

of Delhi in the case of Khusboo Jain Vs Union of India, instructions were issued
vide letter dated 11.12.2013. The subject was. subsequently discussed in the
Ministry of Women and Child Development (MWCD) on 15.12.2014 and
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30.01.2015, A revised draft SOP suggesting certain modification was received
vide MWCD letter dated 23.02.2015. In keeping with this, the matter has been
reviewed and, a revised Standard Operating Procedure is hereby issued in
accordance with the Juvenile Justice Act (Care & Protection Act) 2000 and the
related rules, for better care and protection of the “child in contact with railways”-
For beller appreciation in all field formations, it is issued in three parts:

A : Background
B : Directions of Hon’ble High Court Delhi
C : Operative part of instructions to be complied with by Railway/RPF/GRP

A : Background

1. “Child in Contact with Railways” :
The child in contact with the railways, (hereinafter referred to as “Child”), is

a child as defined in section 2(d) of the Juvenile Justice Act (Care & Protection
Act) 2000 as requiring care ami protection and also includes any child travelling,
living, working or in conflict with law, on any part of the railway premises or in
any train or railway vehicle.

2. Child Welfare Committees (CWC) :
The Delhi High Court in its aforesaid directions on the care and protection of

the child in contact with the railways has pointed out that that Section 29 of the
Juvenile Justice Act (Care & Protection Act) 2000 mandates the State
Government to constitute one or more Child Welfare Committees (CWC) for
exercising the powers and discharging the duties conferred on such committees
in relation to “children in need of care and protection”. Such Committee shall
have the power to deal exclusively with all proceedings under the Act relating to
such children for the safety, care and rehabilitation of such children, including
on the railways.

3. Relevant Provisions of Juvenile Justice Act (Care & Protection Act)
2000 :

(a) Section 32(1) provides that any child in need of care and protection may be
produced before the Committee by one of the following persons;-
(i). any police officer or special juvenile police unit or a designated police

officer;
(ii). any public servant
(iii). childline, a registered voluntary organisation or any such other voluntary

organisation or an agency as may be recognized by the State
Government.

(iv). any social worker or a public spirited citizen; or

(v). by the child himself.

Provided that the child shall be produced before the CWC without any loss
of time but within 24 hours excluding the time necessary for the journey.

(b). The State Government may make rules consistent with this Act for the
manner of making the report to the Committee and the manner of sending
and entrusting the child to children’s home pending the inquiry”.

(c). As provided in Rule 27(4) of the aforesaid Rule in case the Committee
is not sitting, the child may be produced before the single member of
the Committee as per the provisions of Section 30 (2) of the Act for
being placed in safe custody of parent or guardian or fit person or fit
institutions, as the case may be, till such time that the child can be
produced before the Committee.

(d). As provided in sub-section (5) of the aforesaid Rule, in case the single
member is also not accessible, or the hours are odd, the child shall be
taken by a non-governmental organization or Childlinc-’or Police to an
appropriate institution for children registered under the Act with all the
necessary documents, and placed in such institution till the time of
production before the Committee.

(e). Section 33 (1) of the Act provides that the CWC shall have the powers
to restore any child in need of care and protection to its parents, adopted
parents, foster parents, guardian or fit institution and give them suitable
directions.

(f). Section 29 of the Act The State Government may, (within a period of one
year from the date of commencement of the Juvenile Justice (Care and
Protection of Children) Amendment Act, 2006, by notification in the Official
Gazette, constitute for every district), one or more Child Welfare
Committees for exercising the powers and discharge the duties conferred
on such Committees in relation to child in need of care and protection
under this Act.

B : Operative part of directions of Hon’ble High Court of Delhi in Writ Petition
No. 5365/2012

(i) “As, soon as a child is found sitting at a Railway Station, RPF, GRP/
Station Master shall try to obtain name, address and other particulars of
his parents/guardian/relatives from the child the concerned Station Master
shall make announcement on the public address system of the railway
station -with respect to the child found there and inform the local police
station/police post as well as the parents/giiardian/relatives of the child
about his/her being found at the Railway Station. A copy of such intimation
shall forthwith be sent to the Police Station in jurisdiction of which the
parents/ guardian/ relative of the child live, with a request to locate the
parents/guardiaii/relatives of the child and inform him/her about the child
having been found at the Railway Station.
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(ii) The children who arrive and stay at Railway Stations shall be produced
by RPF, GRP or Railway employees before the Child Welfare Committee
constituted under the aforesaid Act, at the earliest possible and in any
case within 24 hours of such a child being found at a Railway station.

(iii) The address and telephone numbers of the Committee shall be
prominently displayed on the Railway Station, so as to enable the parents/
guardian/ relative of the child to approach the Committee alongwith the
information that the children who arrive: and stay at the Railway Station,
are produced before the Committee.

(iv) Every Station Superintendent/Station Mailer shall maintain a register in
which he shall record the particulars including name, parents name,
age and address of the children who arrive and stay at his Railway
Station. He shall also get such a child photographed and place his
photograph in the aforesaid Register, against his name, so that his/ her
parents are able to identify and locate him/her without any difficulty.

(v) Till the child is produced before the Committee in terms of this order, he
shall remain in safe custody of the RPF, GRP/Station Masters and shall
be given adequate care and attention including meals.

(vi) If a child arriving and staying at Railway Station is a girl, till the time she
is produced before the Committee in terms of this order, she shall be
kept in the safe custody of a responsible female member of RPF, GRP/
Railways,

(vii) Every Station Master shall provide appropriate separate space for male
and female children arriving and staying at his railway station, till they
are produced before the Committee in terms of this order,

(viii)If the Child Welfare Committee is not sitting, the child shall be produced
before the single member of the Committee in terms of Rule 27(4) of
The Juvenile Justice (Care and Protection of Children) Rules, 2007 and
in case the single member is also not accessible for the child is found at
odd hours, he/she shall be dealt with in term of Rule 27 of the aforesaid
Rules till the time of production before the Committee.

(ix) The articles, if any, found with the child shall be kept in safe custody of
the Station Master after preparing inventory of such articles and those
articles shall be forwarded to the Committee along with the child. A copy
of the inventory shall be placed in the register to be maintained in terms
of this direction, against the name of child in question,

(x) The whole of the information in respect of such children, including their
photographs, to the extent publication of such particulars and/or
photographs in not prohibited under the provisions of the Juvenile Justice
(Care and Protection of Children) Act, 2000 or any other law for the time
being in force, along with information relating to his/her being produced
before the Child Welfare Committee, shall be made available on the
website of Indian Railways, in a reachable, format, so what the parents/
guardian of such children are able to identify them and seek their custody,

(xi) The respondents shall give wide publicity in leading English and
veenacular newspapers, with respect to the availability of the information,
on the website of Indian Railways in respect of such children, in terms
of this order, “

C : Operative Instructions to be complied with by Railway/RPF/GRP
In view of the above, for better care & protection of the Child in contact with the

Railways, the following instructions are issued :-
1. Child Help Group (CHG):

1.1. For the care and protection of (the child on the Railways, Child Help
Groups (CHG) will be established on 20 major stations list as per
Annexure-I.

1.2. The CHG will comprise of Station Superintendent/Station Master, the
SHO (GRP), Inspector(RPF) and SSE(works), Station Superintendent/
Station Master will be the convener of the CHG and will convene the
CHG meeting as and when required.

2. Duties of Child Help Group :
2.1. The Child Help Group will ensure that the instructions given vide this

SOP is implemented in letter and spirit
2.2. Ministry of Women and Child Development will identify and nominate

the NGO who will facilitate all matters pertaining to the child in contact
with the Railways at selected stations. The manning the Child Help Desk
shall be done around the clock by staff of Childline/ NGO nominated by
Ministry of Women and Child Development.

2.3. It will review and monitor the Child care and protection activities at the;
stations. It may seek advice from CWC/Child Line/ Reputed NGO for
better protection of children at the station till the time child is handed
over to CWC.

2.4. A monthly review report will be submitted to ADRM in the given Form-II
on Annexure-II,

3. Child Help Desk/Kiosk/Booth at the Station :
3.1 At the selected stations as per para C(I)(1.1) above, the Railways will

provide space of 6x6 feet for setting up of a Child Help Kiosk/Help Desk
to the Ministry of Women and Child Development/ Child Welfare
Department of the State Government. This will be free of cost and shall
remain in force till the time specified in MoU to be signed between Ministry
of Railways and Ministry of Women and Child Development centrally.

3.2. A telephone facility to call Child help line 1098 at the Station will be
provided by the Ministry of Women and Child Development at Child
help Desk/ Kiosk at their cost.

3.3. The toilet facilities in the waiting rooms at stations will be made available
free of cost to the rescued child at the kiosk/Help Desk and also on duty
staff of nominated NGO.
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4. Procedure for taking care of the child found on Train/ Railway Premises :
4.1. Whenever a child is found on the railway premises or train by RPF,

GK.P/ Railway employee or other public servant or public spirited citizen,
he/she may come to the aid of the child and bring him/her to the Station
Master/ Station Superintendent. Whenever, the Child is found on -a train,
the TTE/TC/GRP/RPF or the rescuer shall provide temporary transit
care and protection till the next scheduled major station with Childcare
facility as per para C(l)(I.l) above. Further, the SM will apprise the RPF/
GRP for securing the child on arrival of the train on the platform.

4.2. The SM/SS shall record the details of child, the person who brought the
child, including his/her name, address, identity card number and phone
number in the Register to be maintained by the Station Master/ Station
Superintendent for this purpose, He shall ensure the details of the
rescued child is conveyed to RPF who will in turn ensure that it is
conveyed to local police station in which the parents/ guardian/ relative
of the Child lives and the RPF Help Line,

4.3. The Station Master/ Station Superintendent or his authorized
representative shall maintain:

(a). Name, Address and phone numbers of the Child Welfare Committee(s).
(b). List of non-governmental organizations. Child line and Institution for

children, nearest hospital with pediatric department, nearest state
government children’s home registered under the Act along with their
address and contact numbers,

(c). Name of the Police officer or special juvenile police unit or a designated
police officer notified as per Section 32(1)(i) of the Act.

(d). Emergency contact numbers of the CWC and the JJB with jurisdiction
over the station, Child Welfare Officers of the of GR.P/local Police/ RPF,
nearest hospital with pediatric department, nearest state government
children’s home, etc should be available with the SM/SS and other railway
officials.

4.4. The Station master will be permitted to use the station imprest for
providing meals, taking photographs of the child by RPF, meeting medical
expenses, if any and production of Child to CWC by RPF through NGO
at Child Help Desk/ Kiosk and towards sundry incidental expenses. He
should also get the Child photographed with assistance of RPF and
place his photograph in the aforesaid Register, against his name, so
that his/ her parents are able to identify and locate him/her without any
difficulty.

4.5. Once the formality of recording the details of the Child by SS/SM is
completed the child would be handed over lo RPF who in turn will take
necessary action as per this SOP and hand over the Child to the
nominated NGO at the Child Help Desk/ Kiosk, who will then produce

the child before the CWC without delay. Till such time the child remains
at the Child Help Desk,’’ Kiosk, RPF will ensure that he is in safe custody
of NGO.

4,6. In case the rescued child is a girl, woman constable of RPF will provide
security. In the absence of women RPF constable, RPF can take the
help of women GRP constable or a Railway woman employee.

4.7. The articles, if any, found with the child shall be listed by SM and list
kept in register and articles kept in safe custody of the RPF and those
articles shall be forwarded to the CWC along with the child. A copy of
the inventory shall be placed in the register with the SM to be maintained
in terms of this direction, against the name of child in question.

4.8. SM/SS should make periodic announcements over the public address
system regarding the Child, whenever required.

4.9. The information regarding the rescued children to be maintained by
SM/SS in their record/ register should be in detail and as per format
given in Form -I on Annexure-II. It shall be made use by SM and RPF for
purpose of publicity through the railway web sites and RPF Help Lines
to trace and restore the Child to parents.

5. Responsibilities of SHO/GRP and Inspector/RPF :
5.1. The SHO of the GRP and Inspector (RPF) shall be responsible for actions

specified in this SOP in their respective domains.
5.2. Briefing of GRP/RPF personnel on child protection issues, during routine

meetings at the stations.
5.3. Creating awareness among stakeholders.
5.4. Ensuring child protection measures at the platforms.
5.5. Ensuring production of the Child to the NGO at Child Help Desk and

subsequently to CWC, if necessary,
5.6. Discharging the role under the JJ Act amended 2006 for SJPU (Station

Juvenile Protection Unit) as applicable.
5.7. The Inspector/RPF will provide access to the nominated NGO to view

the CCTV surveillance network round the clock, for monitoring/ identifying
Child at station/platforms, yard etc. RPF will render all possible assistance
in securing the child, when required.

6. Duties of GRP/ RPF train escorting staff:
6.1. Keep unobtrusive surveillance on the suspected child/group of children

travelling with or ‘without any adult member and if found to be trafficked/
abused/ destitute/ abandoned/ lost or exploited children, shall consult
wiih the TTE on board the train and take necessary action to protect the
Child/Children.

6.2. Communicate with the Child/ Children in a child friendly manner and not
in a threatening or intimidating manner.
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6.3. Record the details of the Child/ Children, ie, name, age, details of
parents/guardians/relatives and their contact phone numbers/ station
where boarded / destination station/ details of ticket, etc,

6.4. Inform the SS/SM, GRP & RPF of the next major station in which the
train halts, about such Child/ Children on board through Security Helpline/
Security Control Room, for taking action to receive the Child/ Children
on the platform of arrival of the train and to produce them before the
SM/SS or other members of the Child Help Group at that station.

7. Role of Travelling Train Ticket Examiner (TTE) and Ticket Collector (TC) :
7.1. The TTE and the TC are officials of the railways who can identify children

in need of care and protection in the trains. He shall remain vigilant with
respect to the following situations that may indicate the need for an
intervention:

(a). Whenever a group of children board train;
(b). Whenever there are more than four to five children accompanied by

one or two adults;
(c). Whenever there is/ are an unaccompanied child/children;
(d). Whenever there are children without ticket and do not have proper

information about the destination or whenever children give contradictory
information about their destinations.

(e). Whenever children are being frequently shifted from one compartment
to other;

(f). Whenever children are not allowed to talk to each other or to any other
persons;

7.2. Tn such situations, the TTE/TC shall take the following action:
(a). Approach the child/children and ask him /her/them about their address

and destination in a child friendly mariner without intimidation and threat;
(b). Ascertain if the child/children need help and assistance;
(c), Inform the GRP/RPF as the case may be to ensure that in case it is

suspected that the child/children is/are runway or is/are abandoned or
is/are being trafficked, the TTE/TC shall hand over the child to GRP/
RPF personnel who will take the child/children in safe custody till next
designated station and hand over to Child Help Group.

8. Training and Senaitization:
8.1. Training and orientation/ sensitization programs on child rights and child

protection for the railway employees including officials of the RPF/GRP
shall be made a part of ail training programs organized at Zonal and
Divisional levels.

8.2. The Juvenile Justice (Care & Protection) Act 2000 with later amendments
and other child related legislation such as the Protection of Children

from Sexual Offences 2012, etc shall be meaningfully incorporated in
the syllabus of initial/refresher courses of the RPF/ GRP and Railway
Training Institutions.

8.3. One or two day special training programs/ workshops may be
conducted at all levels in collaboration with Ministry of Women and
Child Development, NHRC, NCPCR, NIPCID and other Central or State
level institutions working in the field of child rights, specialized police
units, etc, to address specific issues, such as Child trafficking. Child
Abuse and Child Exploitation to generate greater awareness among
the railway officers and staff,

9. Awareness materials at the Station :
9.1. Railways shall permit display of information by Ministry of W&CD at

identified major railway station indicating the location of Child Help desks
at that station. Information. Education and Communication (IEC) material
related to this will be developed and made available by National
Commission for Protection of Child Rights.

9.2. Railways shall make announcements at stations through public address
systems regarding material provided Ministry of W&CD regarding child
in need of care and protection location of the Child help desk and the
Child Line Emergency contact no 1098, to enable stakeholders to identify
such children and bring them to the notice of the railway or police
authorities,

10. Coordinating Officers at Division, Zone and Railway Board:
10.1. ADRM shall be the nodal officer at the Divisional level. He shall be

assisted by Sr. DCM, Sr. DEN(Co-ordination) and Sr. DSC;
10.2. The. AGM will be the Nodal Officer at the Zonal level. He will be assisted

by CCM, PCE and / CSC.
10.3. Additional Member/Commercial shall be the Nodal Officer at Railway

Board level. He will be assisted by EDPM, IG/C&l andED/CE(G).

Sub. : Revision of pension of pre-2006 pensioners - inclusion of Non-Practicing

Allowance (NPA) in revision of pension of retired medical officers
The undersigned is directed to say that in accordance with para 4.2 of this

Department’s OM No.38/37/08-P&PW(A) dated 1.9.2008 (as clarified vide OM
dated 3.10,2008 and 14.10.2008), the revised pension of pre-2006 pensioners
shall, in no case, be lower than fifty per cent of the minimum of the pay in the
pay band plus the grade pay corresponding to the pre-revised pay scale from
which the pensioner had retired. In the case of HAG and above scales, this will
be fifty per cent of the minimum of the revised pay scale, Further, in accordance
with OM No,38/37/08-P&PW(A) dated 28.1.2013, the normal pension in respect
of pre-2006 pensioners/family pensioners as revised w.e.f 1.1.2006 in terms of
para 4.1 or para 4.2 of the aforesaid OM dated 1.9.2008 would also be further
stepped up w.e.f 24.9.2012 to 50% of the sum of minimum of pay in the pay
band and the grade pay corresponding to the pre-revised pay scale in which the
Government servant had retired, as arrived at with reference to the fitment tables
annexed to the Ministry of Finance, Department of Expenditure OM No.l/l/2008-
IC dated 30th August, 2008. In the case of HAG and above ‘scales, this will be
50% of the minimum of the pay in the revised pay scale arrived at with reference
to the fitment tables annexed to the above OM dated 30.8.2008 of Ministry of
Finance (Department of Expenditure).

2. In its judgment dated 27.11,2013 in Civil Appeal No.10640-46/2013 and
other connected matters, Hon’ble Supreme Court observed that in accordance
with Ministry of Health and Family Welfare’s OM No.45012/ll/97-CHS.V dated
7,4.1998, NPA counts as pay for all service benefits including retirement benefits.
In implementation of the aforesaid judgement of Hon’ble Supreme Court, orders

have been issued vide this Department’s OM No.38/31/11-P&PW(A)(VolN)
dated 14.10.2014 read with OM dated 21.10.2014 that in the case of pre-1996
retired medical officers, NPA @ 25% shall be added to the minimum of the
revised scale of pay as on 1.1.1996 corresponding to the pre-1996 pay scales
from which the pensioner had retired, in cases where consolidated pension/
family pension was to be stepped up to 50% / 30% respectively of the minimum
of revised pay-scale in terms of OM No.45/10/98-P&PW(A) dated 17.12.1998
read with OM No.45/86/97-P&PW(A) (Pt.) dated 11.5.2001.

3. In this Department’s OM of even number dated 14.7.2009, it was clarified
that in the case of pre-2006 pensioners, Non-Practicing Allowance is not to be
added to the minimum of the revised pay band-+-Grade Pay/revised pay scale
in cases where consolidated pension/family pension as on 1.1.2006 is to be
stepped up to 50% / 30% respectively in terms of para 4.2 of Department of
Pension & Pensioners’ Welfare OM No.38/37/08-P&PW(A) dated .1.9,2008 (as
clarified vide OM dated 3.10,2008 and 14.10.2008).

4. In the OM No. A.45012/2/2008-CHS.V dated 29.9.2008 of Ministry of Health
& FW, it is provided that NPA will be treated as pay for the purpose of computing
Dearmess Allowance, entitlement of Travelling Allowance and other allowances
as well as for calculation of retirement benefits. Therefore, the ratio of the said
judgement dated 27.11.2013 in CA No.10640-46/2013 would be applicable for
revision of pension/family pension of pre-2006 retired civilian, medical officers
w.e.f. 1.1.2006 also. Accordingly, the OM dated 38/37/08~P&P\V(A) dated
1.4.7.2009 is hereby withdrawn. In the case of pre-2006 retired medical officers,
NPA @ 25% would be required to be added to the minimum of the pay in the
revised pay band plus grade pay (or minimum of pay in the revised pay scale in
the case of HAG and above) as on 1.1.2006 corresponding to the pre-revised
pay scale from which they retired in cases where pension/family pension is to
be stepped up to 50%/30% of the minimum pay respectively.

5. Similarly, for revision of pension/family pension w.e.f. 24.9.2012 in terms
of OM dated 28.1.2013, NPA @ 25% would be required to be added to the
minimum of the pay in the revised pay band plus grade pay for minimum of pay
in the revised pay scale in the case of HAG and above) corresponding to the
pre-revised pay scale from which they retired as arrived at with reference to the
fitment table annexed to the Department of Expenditure’s OM dated 30.8.2008
subject to the condition that the basic pay plus NPA does not exceed Rs.85,000/

6. This issues with the approval of Ministry of Finance, Department of

Board have issued instructions vide letter No. F(E)III/2008/LE-1/1 dated 29-
10-2008 on encashment of leave while in service.

2. Some of the Zonal Railways had sought clarification whether 30% pay
element is to be reckoned for the purpose of leave encashment upto 10 days of
LAP to the running staff.

3. The matter has been considered by the Board and it is clarified that in the
case of Running Staff, the calculation of leave encashment upto 10 days will be
done in the same manner as in the case of leave salary in terms of Rule 25(i)(k)
of “The Rules for the payment of Running and other Allowances to the Running
staff on Railways, 1981.”

4. An illustration of the above is shown below :

(i) Basic Pay in general = Basic in Pay Band + Grade Pay

= BP

(ii) Basic Pay of running staff = 130% of BP      =(A)

(iii) DA rate in general = DA%

(iv) DA for running staff = DA% of (A)       =(B)
(v) Leave encashment for 1 day = A + B

under :

Sub. : Alignment of Service Rules with the Sexual Harassment of Women
at Workplace (Prevention, Prohibition and Redressal) Act 2013.

The Sexual Harassment of Women at Workplace (Prevention, Prohibition
and Redressal) Act, 2013 [SHWW(PPR) Act] has been promulgated on
22.04,2013. Further to the Act, the Sexual Harassment of Women at Workplace
(Prevention, Prohibition and Redressal) Rules, 2013 {SHWW(PPR) Rules} were
notified on 09,12.2013. The Act and the Rules framed thereunder provide a
redressal mechanism for handling cases of sexual harassment at workplace.
The Act and Rules are available at the website of the Ministry of Women and
Child Development (wcd.nic.in) under Legislation/Acts,

2. The guidelines laid down by the Hon’ble Supreme Court in the case of
Vishakha vs. State of Rajasthan, in the matter of sexual harassment of women

at the workplace, were circulated on the Railways vide Railway Board’s letter
no. E(D&A) 97 GS1-4 dated 01.07.1998. These instructions, interalia, envisaged
the constitution of a complaints committee for looking into complaints of sexual
harassment and also specified the composition of such committee. These
instructions also laid down guidelines regarding preventive steps, disciplinary/
criminal proceedings against the offender, workers initiative to raise matters of
sexual harassment at meetings, awareness etc. in context of sexual harassment
of working women.

3. Subsequently, Railway Board’s letter no. E(D&A) 2009 GS1-9 dated
30.01.2010 also laid down that the Complaints Committee shall be in existence
at all times . Its composition along with names, contact details should be put on
public display notice Board prominently in offices, workshops, stations where
there is major concentration of staff. Changes in its composition, whenever
necessary, should be made promptly and adequately publicized. It was also
laid down that the composition of the Complaints committee be also posted on
the websites of the concerned Ministries/Departments/Offices concerned. A copy
of DoP&T’s O.M. dated 03.08.2009 was also circulated alongwith the said letter
which interalia laid down that the Committee should be effective and functional
at all times and that it is desirable for the Committee to meet once a quarter,
even if there is no live case and review preparedness to fulfill all requirements
of the Vishakha judgment in the Department/Ministry/Organisation concerned.

4. Further, the proviso to Rule 9(2) of the RS (D&A) Rules, 1968 provides
that the Complaints Committee established in each office under the Railways
enquiring into such complaints shall be deemed to be the inquiring authority
appointed by the disciplinary authority and the committee shall hold the inquiry
in accordance with the procedure laid down in these rules, to the extent
practicable.

5. The procedure deing followed on the Railways for dealing with matters of
sexual harassment of women at the workplace, has been modified by the SHWW
(PPR) Rules. The salient features of the Act and the Rules and the instructions
issued by the Department of Personnel & Training, in this regard are as
follows :-

5.1 Definition of the terms ‘Sexual Harassment’ and ‘Workplace’
Section 2(n) and 2(o) of the Act define the terms ‘Sexual Harassment’ and

‘Workplace’ in relation to the Act. Rule 3C of the RS(Conduct) Rules has been
amended vide Board’s letter no. E(D&A) 2014 GS1-4 dated 12.01.2015 to
incorporate these definitions in the RS(Conduct) Rules relating to sexual
harassment of working women.

5.2 Constitution of Internal Complaints Committee
5.2.1 Section 4 of the Act lays down that :-

(i) Every employer at a workplace shall constitute a committee known
as the ‘Internal Complaints Committee’ for looking into the
complaints of sexual harassment of working women in that
organisation, provided that where the offices or administrative units
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of the workplace are located at different places or divisional or
sub-divisional level, the Internal Committee shall be constituted
at all administrative units or offices.

(ii) The members of the Internal Complaints Committee shall be
nominated as follows: -

(a) a Presiding Officer who shall be a woman employed at a senior
level at workplace form amongst the employees. Provided that
where such senior level employee is not available the Presiding
Officer shall be nominated from other offices or administrative
units of the workplace. Provided further that in the case the
other offices or administrative units do not have a senior level
woman employee, the Presiding Officer shall be nominated
from any other workplace of the same employer or other
department on organisation.

(b) not less than two Members from amongst employees preferably
committed to the cause of women or who have had experience
in social work or have legal knowledge;

(c) one member from amongst non-governmental organizations
or associations committed to the cause of women or a person
familiar with the issues relating to sexual harassment;

(d) At least one-half of the total Members so nominated shall be
women. This however does not imply that most or all of the
members of the Complaint committee may be nominated from
amongst women. In the interest of fairplay and equal
opportunity, male members should also be included in such
Committees so that there is no apprehension of bias of the
Complaint Committee for either party.

5.2.2 The conditions related to membership of the Internal Complaints
Committee are laid down in sub-sections (3) to (5) of section 4 of the Act. Rule
3 of the SHWW(PPR) Rules, 2013 lays down the fee or allowances payable to
the member from amongst NGOs/Associations, referred to in para 5.2.1 (ii) (c)
above.

5.2.3 Railways etc may ensure that the Internal Complaints Committees
functional in their offices under their Railway etc., satisfy the conditions laid
down in the Act. It may also be impressed upon the Complaints Committee to
scrupulously follow the instructions contained in Board’s letter no. E(D&A) 2009
GS1-9 dated 30.01.2010 relating to functioning of the Complaints Committee.

5.3 Complaint under the SHWW(PPR) Act
5.3.1 The salient features of the section 9 of the Act, relating to filing of

complaints under the Act are as follows:-

(i) The complaint of sexual harassment at the workplace can be made
by an aggrieved woman to the Internal Complaints committee within
3 months of the incident (or where there is a series of incidents,

within 3 months of the last such incident), provided further that
this time limit can be extended by 3 months, for reasons recorded
in writing, where the Committee is satisfied that circumstances
were there which prevented the woman from filing a complaint
within the said period. It is further laid down that where such
complaint cannot be made in writing, the Committee shall render
all reasonable assistance to the woman to make the complaint in
writing.

(ii) The legal heir of the woman or any other person, as prescribed in
Rule 6 of the SHWW(PPR) Rules, 2013 may make the complaint,
if the aggrieved woman is unable to do so herself on account of
physical or mental incapacity or death or otherwise.

(iii) If any complaint is received directly by the Internal Committee, the
same shall be referred to the appropriate disciplinary authority and
the Committee shall inquire into the complaint on the complaint
being referred to it by the disciplinary authority.

5.4 Conciliation proceedings
The salient features of the section 10 of the Act, relating to conciliation

proceedings, are as follows:-

(i) The Internal Committee may before initiating inquiry under section
11 of the Act, and at the request of the aggrieved woman take
steps to settle the matter between her and the charged official
through conciliation, provided that no monetary settlement shall
be made as a basis of conciliation.

(ii) Where a settlement has been arrived at, the Internal Committee
shall record the settlement and forward the same to the disciplinary
authority to take action as specified in the recommendation.

(iii) Where a settlement has been arrived as mentioned above, no
further inquiry shall be conducted by the Internal Committee.

5.5 Inquiry into complaint
5.5.1 Section 11 of the Act  lays down the mechanism of conducting an

inquiry into the complaint. The salient features relating to conduct of inquiry are
as follows:-

(i) Subject to the provisions of section 10 of the Act, the Internal
Committee shall conduct inquiry into the complaint as per service
rules applicable to the charged official. Also where the aggrieved
woman informs the Internal Committee that any term or condition
of the settlement arrived at under section 10 has not been complied
with by the charged official, the Internal Committee shall proceed
to make an inquiry into the complaint. Provided further that where
the parties are employees, the parties shall during the course of
the inquiry be given an opportunity to be heard and a copy of the
findings shall be made available to both the parties enabling them
to make representation against the findings before the Committee.
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(ii) The Committee will as far as practicable follow the procedures
prescribed in Rule 9 of RS(D&A) Rules, 1968.

(iii) For the purpose of making inquiry, the Internal Committee shall
have the same powers as are vested in the civil court under the
Code of Civil Procedure, 1908, when trying a suit in respect of the
following matters, namely:-
(a) summoning and enforcing the attendance of any person and

examining him under oath;
(b) requiring the discovery and production of documents; and

(c) any other matter which may be prescribed.
(iv) The inquiry shall be completed by the Internal Committee within

a period of 90 days.
5.6 Recommendations of Internal committee during pendency of inquiry
Section 12 of the Act prescribes the action that can be taken by the Internal

Committee during pendency of the inquiry, which are as follows:-
(i) During the pendency of the inquiry, on a written request made by

the aggrieved woman, the Internal Committee may recommend
the competent authority on the Railway to-
(a) transfer the aggrieved woman or the charged official to any

other workplace, or
(b) grant leave to the aggrieved woman up to a period of three

months, provided that such leave shall be in addition to the
leave she would be otherwise entitled.

(c) grant such other relief to the aggrieved woman as may be
prescribed.

(ii) On the recommendation of the Internal Committee as above, the
employer shall implement the recommendations and send the report
of such implementation to the Internal Committee.

(iii) The other reliefs that may be granted to the complainant by the
Internal Committee during the pendency of the inquiry are specified
in Rule 8 of SHWW(PPR) Rules, 2013.

5.7 Inquiry report
As per section 13 of the Act, the following action will be taken on the inquiry

report of the Complaints Committee:-
(i) On completion of the inquiry, the Internal Committee shall provide

a report of its findings to the disciplinary authority within ten days
from the date of completion of inquiry and such report shall be
made available to the concerned parties,

(ii) Where the Internal Committee arrives at the conclusion that the
allegation against the charged official has not been proved, it shall
recommend to the disciplinary authority that no action is required
in this matter.

(iii) Where the Internal Committee arrives at the conclusion that the
allegation against the charged official has been proved, it shall
recommend to the disciplinary authority-

(a) to take action for sexual harassment as a misconduct in
accordance with the provisions of the service rules applicable
to the charged official.

(b) to deduct, notwithstanding anything in the service rules
applicable to the charged official, from the salary or wages of
the charged official such sum as it may consider appropriate to
be paid to the aggrieved woman or to her legal heirs, as it may
determine in accordance with the provisions of Section 15 of
the Act. Provided that in case the Railway is unable to make
such deduction from the salary of the charged official due to
his being absent from duty or cessation of employment it may
direct to the charged official to pay such sum to the aggrieved
woman. Provided further that in case the charged official fails
to pay the sum, the Internal Committee may forward the order
for recovery of the sum as an arrear of land revenue to the
concerned District Officer. Such compensation awarded by the
Internal Committee to the aggrieved woman or to her legal heirs
shall not amount to penalty under Rule 6 of RS(D&A) Rules,
1968.

(c) The disciplinary authority shall act upon the recommendation
within sixty days of its receipt by him.

Action is being taken to amend Rule 6 of RS(D&A) Rules to provide that
such compensation will not amount to a penalty under Rule 6 of RS(D&A) Rules.

5.8 Punishment for false or malicious complaint and false evidence
Section 14 of the Act lays down that-

(i) Where the Internal Committee arrives at a conclusion that the
allegation against the charged official is malicious or the aggrieved
woman or any other person making the complaint has made the
complaint knowing it to be false or the aggrieved woman or any
other person making the complaint has produced any forged or
misleading document, it may recommend to the competent
disciplinary authority to take action against the woman or the person
who has made the complaint under section 9, in accordance with
the provisions of the service rules applicable to her or him or where
no such service rules exist, in such manner as laid down in Rule
10 of SHWW (PPR) Rules. Provided that mere inability to
substantiate a complaint or provide adequate proof need not attract
action against the complainant. Provided further that the malicious
intent on part of the complainant shall be established after an inquiry
in accordance with the procedure prescribed, before any action is
recommended.
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(II) Where the Internal Committee arrives at a conclusion that during
the inquiry any witness has given false evidence or produced any
forged or misleading document, it may recommend to the employer
of the witness to take action in accordance with the provisions of
the service rules applicable to such witness.

5.9 Determination of compensation
Section 15 of the Act lays down that-

(i) For the purpose of determining the sums to be paid to the aggrieved
woman under section 13, the Internal Committee shall have regard
to-

(a) the mental trauma, pain, suffering and emotional distress
caused to the aggrieved woman;

(b) the loss in the career opportunity due to the incident of sexual
harassment;

(c) medical expenses incurred by the victim for physical and
psychiatric treatment;

(d) income and financial status of the charged official;

(e) feasibility of such payment in lump sum or in instalments.

5.10 Prohibition of publication or making known contents or complaint
and inquiry proceedings and penalty therefor

Section 16 & 17 of the Act lay down that-

(i) Notwithstanding anything contained in the Right to Information Act,
2005, the contents of the complaint made under section 9, the
identity and addresses of the aggrieved woman, charged official
and witnesses, any information relating to conciliation and inquiry
proceedings, recommendation of the Internal committee and the
action taken by the employer under the provisions of this Act shall
not be published, communicated or made known to the public, press
and media in any manner. Provided that information may be
disseminated regarding the justice secured to any victim of sexual
harassment under this Act without disclosing the name, address,
identity or any other particulars calculated to lead to identification
of the aggrieved woman and witnesses.

(ii) Where any person entrusted with the duty to handle or deal with
the complaint, inquiry or any recommendation or action to be taken
under the provisions of this Act, contravenes the provisions of
Section 16 of the Act, he shall be liable for penalty in accordance
with the provisions of the service rules applicable to him.

5.11 Appeal
Section 18 of the Act provides that-

(i) Any person aggrieved from the recommendations made under
section 13(2) or clauses (i) or (ii) of section 13(3) or sub-sections

(1) or (2) of section 14 or section 17 or non-implementation of
such recommendations, may prefer an appeal to the Court or
Tribunal in accordance with the provisions of service rules
applicable to the said person. The appeal shall be preferred within
a period of ninety days of the recommendations.

5.12 Duties of the employer
Section 19 to the Act lays down that the employer shall-

(i) provide a safe working environment at the workplace which shall
include safety from the persons coming into contact at the
workplace;

(ii) display at any conspicuous place in the workplace, the penal
consequences of sexual harassments; and the order constituting,
the Internal Committee under sub-section (1) of section 4;

(iii) organize workshops and awareness programs at regular intervals
for sensitizing the employees with the provisions of the Act and
orientation programs for the members of the Internal Committee in
the manner as may be prescribed;

(iv) provide necessary facilities to the Internal Committee for dealing
with the complaint and conducting an inquiry;

(v) assist in securing the attendance of the charged official and
witnesses before the Internal Committee;

(vi) make available such information to the Internal Committee as it
may require having regard to the complaint made under section
9(1);

(vii) provide assistance to the woman if she so chooses to file a
complaint in relation to the offence under the Indian Penal code or
any other law for the time being in force;

(viii) cause to initiate action, under the Indian Penal code or any other
law for the time being in force, against the perpetrator, or if the
aggrieved woman so desires where the perpetrator is not an
employee, in the workplace at which the incident of sexual
harassment took place;

(ix) treat sexual harassment as a misconduct under the service rules
and initiate action for such misconduct;

(x) monitor the timely submission of report by the Internal Committee,
5.13 Miscellaneous provisions

(i) In terms of section 21 of the Act, the Internal Committee shall in
each calendar year prepare, an annual report as per the provisions
of Rule 14 of the SHWW(PPR) Rules, 2013, and submit the same
to the employer.

(ii) In terms of section 22 of the Act, the employer shall include in its
report the number of cases filed, if any, and their disposal under
the Act, in the annual report of his organization.
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6. The above provisions may be brought to the notice of all officers and staff
on the Railways.

1992), laying down instructions that 50% in Matriculation need not be insisted
upon and candidates having a pass in Matriculation may be considered for
appointment against physically handicapped quota as well as on compassionate
grounds.

Board have recently issued guidelines enhancing the minimum educational
qualification for various posts in Non-Technical Popular categories to 12th (+2
stage) or its equivalent examination with not less than 50% marks in aggregate.

References are being received from field units, seeking clarification whether
in case of appointment against physically handicapped quota and of
compassionate ground appointment, the candidates has to possess minimum
of 50% in 12th (+2 stage).

The matter has been looked into and it has been decided by the Board that
dispensation of non-insistence upon the 50% marks clause may be continued
for such cases.

Instructions regarding Stenographic Assistance to various level of Officers
of Zonal Railways etc.have been issued in the past from time to time. During
the meeting of representatives of Staff Federations with Railway Board/
Federations pointed out that the instructions may be reiterated as these are
not being followed by a few Railways. Relevant letters on the above matter are
as mentioned below:-

In view of the above position, Zonal Railways/Prod. Units are advised to
follow Board’s instructions on the issue as issued/modified from time to time.
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‘The Scheme for Payment of pensions to Central Government Civil
Pensioners through Authorised Banks’, issued by the Central Pension Accounting
Office provides for an undertaking to be submitted by the retiring Government
servant /pensioner to the pension disbursing bank before commencement of
pension. The pensioner undertakes to relltnd or make good any amount to which
he is not entitled.

2. It has been found that the firstpayment of pension after retirement gets
delayed mainly due to two reasons. One, the’delay in receipt of intimation by
the pensioner that pension papers have reached-the bank and two. delay on
part of the pensioner in approaching the bank for submission of undertaking.

3. The feasibility of submission of undertaking by the retiring Government
servant along with pension papers had been under consideration in the
Government for some time. The following simplification has therefore been
approved with the concurrence of Department of Expenditure, vide their l.D.
No.130/E.V/2014, dated 24th February, 2014. The required undertaking may
be obtained by the Head of Office from the retiring Government servant along
with Form 5 and other documents before his retirement. This undertaking shall
be forwarded to the pension disbursing bank along with the Pension Payment
Order by the Accounts officer/CPAO following the usual procedure. The bank
shall credit the pension to the account of the pensioner as soon as this
Undertaking is received along with the pension documents.

4. The pensioner would no longer be required to visit the bank to activate
the first payment of pension. Therefore, after ascertaining that the Bank’s copy
has been despatched by the Centra! Pension Accounting Office, the pensioner’s
copy of the Pension Payment Order (PPO) may be handed over to him at the
time of retirement along with other retirement dues. This should be feasible in
all cases where the Government servant had submitted pension papers within
the time-limits prescribed in the Central Civil Services (Pension) Rules, 1972.

5. An employee posted at a location away from the office of the Head of
Office or who for any other reasons feels that it would be more convenient to
him to obtain his copy of PPO from the bank, may inform the Head of Office of
his option in writing while submitting his pension papers.

6. Office of Controller General of Accounts is requested to instruct all Pay
and Accounts Offices and all pension disbursing banks to follow the above
procedure as well as make necessary amendments to the pension sanction
and payment procedures and the Scheme Booklet.

7. AM Ministries/Departments are requested to follow the above procedure

henceforth. Department of Posts and Department of Telecommunications
are requested to make suitable amendments to the instructions to the Accounts
Officers and pension disbursing Post Offices/Banks to adhere to the above
procedure.

Zonal Railways are aware that training on customer care to frontline staff of
all Indian Railways was being imparted at the Customer Care Training Centre,
New Delhi and otrier Zonal Railway Training Institutes.

In the context of providing greater thrust towards customer satisfaction and
the need to focus on customer as our principle client, it has been decided that
all frontline staff directly dealing with customers, should be exposed to special
training modules on soft skills as announced in Budget 2015-16.

Accordingly, all General Managers are advised to arrange this training. In
case necessary, tie up with professional Training Institutions/Soft Skill Experts
etc., can be resorted to for starting soft skills training for all frontline staff.
Necessary tie up as mentioned above may be finalized within a month and
training on soft skills be started immediately thereafter. No exemption should
be granted from attendance in this training programme.

As regards batch size, the minimum batch size should be 30, however
wherever more number is proposed to be covered in a batch, the same should
be decided in consultation with the Trainer. This training should be started in
Zonal Railway Training Institutes or Multi-Disciplinary Training Centres or other
Main Training Centres, wherever frontline staff are being sent for initial/refresher
courses. The soft skill training programme should be • for a minimum duration
of 3 days. Once the training partner is decided and the training on soft skill
started, a copy of the same may be endorsed to Railway Board for information
and record.

As regards the number of trainees who have been trained, a monthly
statement showing the categories of frontline staff and the number trained per
month will have to be sent to the Board on a continuing basis till all frontline
staff are covered.

Standing instructions were issued vide Board’s letter cited under reference
that the validity period of full/half sets of Privilege/Post Retirement/
Complimentary/ Widow Passes and PTOs shall be one month more than the
Advance Reservation Period (ARP), in general, from the date of issue. It further
stipulated that if advance reservation period is reduced in future, the validity of
Passes/PTOs will not be less than four months period. Advance Correction Slip
No.73 to the Railway Servants (Pass) Rules, 1986 (2nd Edition, 1993) was also
issued. Based on the advance reservation period of 120 days which then came
into effect in terms of Board’s Commercial Circular No,12 of 2012, the validity
period of Passes/PTOs was advised to be increased to 5 months from 4 months.
It was also stated therein that enhancing the validity period of passes and PTOs
was to facilitate securing confirmed reservations on such Passes and PTOs.

2. While the ARP was reduced in 2013, the Railways have reduced the
validity of Passes/PTOs to 4 months, in pursuance of above standing instructions.
However, consequent to revision of ARP from 60 days to 120 days in terms of
Board’s Commercial Circular No.11 of 2015 dated 27.02.2015, clarifications are
being sought by some Railways on the date from which the validity of Passes/
PTOs are to be increased to 5 months and also regarding the period of validity
of year ending Passes/PTOs of calendar year 2014.

3. It is clarified that keeping the spirit of the .instructions contained in Board’s
letter cited under reference, Passes/PTOs should be issued one month before
the ARP comes into effect so that confirmed reservation on such Passes/PTOs
is facilitated. The Railways/PUs should, therefore, issue Passes/PTOs with
revised validity period, as soon as effective date of ARP is advised by Traffic
Commercial Dte. of Railway Board.

4. Regarding the validity period of year-ending Passes/PTOs, it is clarified
that the same shall be as per the validity period admissible on 31st December
of respective calendar year since year-ending Passes/PTOs are deemed to
have been issued latest by that day. Accordingly, for the calendar year 2014,
the validity period of Passes/PTOs shall be 4 months from 31.12.2014.

Sub. : Guidelines for appeal of Non-Gazetted candidates selected - for
Railway employment-cases of candidates declared unfit upon medical
examination

Ref : 1) This office Lr,no.ECoR/BBS/Med/RME/12/Policy/276 dtd.21.10.11
2) Dy.Director (Health)/Rly.Bd’s Lr.No.2014/H/5/8(Policy) dtd.5.6.2014

In supersession of Ref.no.l, the following guidelines are issued towards
disposal of candidates declared unfit upon medical examination:

1. The guidelines as mentioned in Rly. Bd’s Lr.no.2014/H/5/8 (Policy)
dtd.05.06.2014 is to be adhered to.

2. Intimation to candidates:
The candidates after medical examination if found unfit, the unfit certificate
should not be handed over to the candidate by the medical examination
authority. The unfit certificate should be sent to Sr.DPO/CPO in a sealed
cover. The cause of unfitness should be mentioned in the unfit certificate.
It is the duty of Personnel branch to intimate the candidate regarding his
unfitness or cause thereof.

3. Scope of Appeal :
i) Once a decision has been taken at the level of the Divisional/Central

Hospital In-charge and the candidate has been declared fit/unfit by
three member committee, no further appeal shall lie with any higher
authority including Railway Board.

ii) a) Consideration of specific cases :
Once, the 03 member committee has taken a decision on the grounds
of the condition like Hypertension, substandard vision, diabetes and
the same has been accepted by the MD/CMS/ACMS In-charge of the
Unit/Division, any representation/ appeal shall be dealt with on the
basis of records & findings of the committee and the candidate will not
be subjected for re-examination.

b) Specific & exceptional cases:
Only in specific and exceptional cases in which there is an objective
record of a disease like X-ray findings, ECG record, Echo or a permanent
defect/ deformity, there can be an appeal in regard to the interpretation
of such a finding and such cases can be entertained as an appeal by
the CMD. CMD of the zone may order for re-medical examination of
such candidates if he is satisfied that there are genuine grounds for
consideration of such an appeal.

Procedure of appeal:
• The candidate has to submit the appeal within one month from the

date of communication of the decision of the MD/CMS/ACMS In-charge
by CPO/Sr.DPO to the candidate.

• However, such an appeal shall be entertained only if the candidate
produces a certificate from a Govt/Private doctor of the Speciality/

specialities in which the candidate has been found unfit. Such a
certificate should contain a note that the Govt/ Pvt. Specialist is aware
‘of the fact that the candidate has already been declared unfit during
medical examination conducted by appropriate committee appointed
by Government in this regard. 6ovt/ Pvt. Specialist should also certify
that he is fully aware of the Physical & Vision standards set by the
Railways and he is aware that the candidate has already been certified
as unfit according to the standards.

• No appeal should be entertained by Personnel Deptt without the above
declaration by Govt/ Pvt. Specialist.

iii) Candidate’s appeal with the requisite medical certificate, remedical
examination memo, copy of previous medical examination memo, copy
of unfit certificate are to be forwarded to MD/CMS by CPO/Sr.DPO
respectively. MD/CMSs should forward the application along with all the
documents attaching copy of earlier medical examination findings, copy
of the earlier medical examination memo and copy of unfit certificate to
CMD) for consideration of the appeal.

iv) Examination of the appeal by
CMD, after examination of the appeal, and other documents, as mentioned
above, may consider for re-examination of the candidate at a place
nominated by him and to intimate to concerned medical unit. The
concerned CMS/MD will fix up a date & time of re-medical examination
and will intimate the Personnel Deptt, who in turn, will intimate the
candidate regarding the place, time and date of re-medical examination.
CPO/Sr.DPO will send the candidate with medical examination memo for
re-medical examination to the concerned CMS/MD.

v) In all cases of appeal, consultation charges and investigation charges as
applicable during medical examination, will however be recovered
separately.

vi) The candidate will be examined by CMS/MD (Chairman) along with two
Senior IRMS Doctors as nominated by him. The result of the re-examination
to be intimated to Personnel Deptt with intimation to CMD by the concerned
medical unit.

vii) For all cases, the highest level of appeal shall lie with the CMD and there
is no further provision for review against the decision of a CMD i.e. in case
the appeal has been rejected by the CMD or the candidate is again found
unfit upon re-medical examination carried out as per the orders of the
CMD, no further appeal shall lie with any higher authority including Railway
Board.

viii) In case the candidate absconds/ absents himself wilfully prior to/ during
the medical examination process, the decision of the first medical
examination will prevail & no further appeal will be considered by any
higher authority.

Standing instructions were issued vide Board’s letter cited under reference
that the validity period of full/half sets of Privilege/Post Retirement/
Complimentary/ Widow Passes and PTOs shall be one month more than the
Advance Reservation Period (ARP), in general, from the date of issue. It further
stipulated that if advance reservation period is reduced in future, the validity of
Passes/PTOs will not be less than four months period. Advance Correction Slip
No.73 to the Railway Servants (Pass) Rules, 1986 (2nd Edition, 1993) was also
issued. Based on the advance reservation period of 120 days which then came
into effect in terms of Board’s Commercial Circular No. 12 of 2012, the validity
period of Passes/PTOs was advised to be increased to 5 months from 4 months.
It was also stated therein that enhancing the validity period of passes and PTOs
was to facilitate securing confirmed reservations on such Passes and PTOs.

2. While the ARP was reduced in 2013, the Railways have reduced the
validity of Passes/PTOs to 4 months, in pursuance of above standing instructions.
However, consequent to revision of ARP from 60 days to 120 days in terms of
Board’s Commercial Circular No.11 of 2015 dated 27.02.2015, clarifications are
being sought by some Railways on the date from which the validity of Passes/
PTOs are to be increased to 5 months and also regarding the period of validity
of year ending Passes/PTOs of calendar year 2014.

3. It is clarified that keeping the spirit of the instructions contained in Board’s
letter cited under reference, Passes/PTOs should be issued one month before
the ARP comes into effect so that confirmed reservation on such Passes/PTOs
is facilitated. The Railways/PUs should, therefore, issue Passes/PTOs with
revised validity period, as soon as effective date of ARP is advised by Traffic
Commercial Dte. of Railway Board.

4. Regarding the validity period of year-ending Passes/PTOs, it is clarified
that the same shall be as per the validity period admissible on 31st December
of respective calendar year since year-ending Passes/PTOs are deemed to
have been issued latest by that day.

The implementation of Single Window System for reimbursement of Railway
pensions disbursed through STATE BANK OF TRAVANCORE was under
consideration in Board’s office for some time due to the following advantages.
Advantages to the Zonal Railway : -

• The designated Railways need to interact only with the nominated Nodal
Branch for both submission of PPOs and receipt of pension scrolls.

• PPOs to be’ sent directly to the nominated Nodal Branch instead of the
various Link branches, which shall ensure timely dispatch thereof to their
Central Pension Processing Cell (CPPC) to ensure commencement of
pension payment from the month following which the pensioner retires.

• Due to quick submission of monthly pension scroll in both physical form
and electronic form, better monitoring and reconciliation process of the
pension debits resulting in more accuracy in the projection of pension
budget.

• Better monitoring of grievances and redressal thereof.
Advantages to the Pensioner: -

o The pension commences from the following month in which the pensioner
retires

o The pension is credited to the pensioner’s account every month on time.
o Minimize errors in amount of pension, arrears is calculated and paid.
o The grievances redressal system would become more effective.

Controller General of Accounts (CGA) and Reserve Bank of India (RBI)
have since approved the implementation of SWS with STATE BANK OF
TRAVANCORE. It has been decided to implement the scheme w.e.f.
01.07.2015. The main features of the existing system vis a vis SWS are
as under :

Present System: -
• FA&CAOs of all zonal railways and production units are authorized to

issue PPOs (Annexure 1). FA&CAOs draw the PPOs against the bank
opted by the pensioners and send the same to the nominated Link branch
of that bank directly which further forwards the same to the Paying Branch
concerned.

• The paying Branch takes the PPO on their record and thereafter credits
the pension amount monthly in the pensioner’s account and sends scroll
to the Link Branch.

• The Bank’s Link Branches compile the scrolls of all paying branches under
them and sends the same to the designated FA&CAOs (Annexure 2)

• Simultaneously, Link branch also submits the claim for the reimbursement
of pension payment to the designated nominated reimbursing agency i.e.
nominated RBI /SBI Branch.

• The Reimbursing Branch claims.the reimbursement from RBI, CAS.
• RBI/CAS/Nagpur credits the account of the reimbursing bank and debits

the account of respective designated Railway.
Single Window System:-

• FA&CAO of all Zonal Railways / Production Units shall continue to be
authorized for issue of PPOs (Annexure 1).

• State Bank of Travancore has nominated their nodal branches for 16
designated FA&CAOs both for receiving of the PPOs and submission of
pension debit scrolls to the FA&CAOs, Copies of the special seal together
with specimen signatures of the authorized signatories should be sent to
the Nodal Branches for onward transmission to CPPC, to facilitate
verification thereof by Bank.

• In case of new pension, both halves of PPOs (i.e. disburser’s and
pensioner’s) sent by PPAs (Pension Paying Authority) will be received at
the Nodal branches nominated by the Bank (Annexure 3) and subsequently
they will send the pensioners’ half to the respective Pension Paying Branch
for onward delivery to the pensioners after due identification etc. and the
Bank’s half to the CPPC of the Bank.

• The images of the Pension Payment Order (PPOs) will be scanned and
stored in the master database by CPPC, which will be visible to the
Pension Paying branch also.

• CPPC would build up a master database (including scanned images of
PPOs) for the existing valid Railway Pensioners of all the branches of Bank.

• The PPOs issued in a month by the Railways/PUs has to reach the
nominated Nodal Branch of the Bank by 5th of the ensuing month. The
Nodal Branch will thereafter forward the disburser’s copy to the CPPC of
the Bank and the pensioner’s copy to the Paying Branch by loth of the
month. Thereafter, the CPPC will carry on the necessary scanning and
other procedures so that payment of pension is ready to commence from
the following month in which the pensioner retires The paying branch will
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intimate the pensioner, immediately, on the receipt of pensioner’s half so
that pensioner fulfils the necessary formalities with them and then advise
CPPC in this regard so that pension is credited in the pension account
invariably by the end of the month.

• Changes / modifications in the Pensioner’s Data/Pension Scroll will take
place at CPPC of the Bank. Pension will be processed at CPPC and scrolls
will be generated.

• Based on the generated Scroll, CPPC will credit the pension to the
pensioners’ accounts of all the CBS branches. For non CBS branches,
CPPC will send the Pension Scroll to Pension Paying Branches for doing
the needful at their end.

• CPPC will send the designated FA&CAO wise scroll and claim alongwith
the summary sheet under Single Window System (SWS) through Link Cell
Nagpur, to RBI CAS Nagpur for reimbursement at Single Point.

• The nominated Nodal Branches for 16 designated FA&CAOs will be the
point of local liaison and submission of Pension Scroll. The designated
FA&CAO wise electronic Scroll .will be sent to respective Nodal Branches
by CPPC. The Nodal Branches will submit the pension debit scrolls in both
physical form and electronic form to their respective FA&CAO of Railway
for reconciliation and record (Annexure 4).

• The CPPC will also create a dashboard that can be viewed by the all the
PPO issuing FA&CAOs and the Railway Board indicating the details of
PPOs received in a month by their bank and the month of commencement
of the pension of the pensioners along with the remarks for non-
commencement of pension.

• The details of the pension payment viz Basic Pension, DA, Net Amount etc
should be accessible/viewable by the pensioner online

• CPPC will calculate pension and arrears, if any, as per the guidelines of
Pension Paying Authority. The details of pension calculation will be available
on the Bank’s network and the Pension Paying Branches will hand over a
copy of the printout to the pensioner. This information should also be
available online to the pensioners

• The Bank shall provide an online pension helpline-wherein the pensioners
can view their pension details, lodge complaints related to pension payment
and the same will also beuviewable to the FA&CAOs office concerned.
The CPPC will have a sound grievance redressal mechanism /monitoring
cell to track the pensioner’s grievances lodged in the pension helpline or
otherwise forwarded by Pension Paying Branches, Ministry, Authority or by
directly by the pensioner.

• The PPOs against other banks would continue to be sent to their existing
Link branches till they are covered under SWS.

Further, the following instructions would be adhered to by the bank
• There would be a running serial number on the paying branch scroll. It

should be ensured that no scroll number is repeated or left out.
• The same check would be done on Nodal Branch Summary Scroll.

• At the pension accounting authority all amounts booked against duplicate
scroll numbers would be checked and the RBI would he asked to put
back these amounts to the Government accounts.

• The entire process from the start of payment of pension to reimbursement
at RBI, CAS, Nagpur will be handled by the concerned bank itself.

• The Nodal branches will be responsible for reconciliation with the
Railways and for settling discrepancies.

•  As a onetime exercise authorized banks will send the nodal branch wise,
paying branch directory structure with complete postal address, pin code,
BSR code for proper and prompt settlement and reconciliation.

The Railways/Units may ensure implementation of the scheme with STATE
BANK OF TRAVANCORE w.e.f. 01.07.2015. The scheme will be extended to
other banks as and when they finalise the modalities and the approval of CGA
and RBI is obtained. The feedback on the implementation of the scheme may
be provided to Board’s office.

Sub. : Monetary incentive in the form of Training Allowance to faculty-
members of 9 Training Centres for Group ‘C’ & ‘D’ staff.

Sanction of Ministry of Railways is hereby communicated for grant of training
allowance@15% to the faculty members, both gazetted and non-gazetted drawn
from the field for the purpose of imparting training in following nine training
centres, which were approved vide this office letter of even number dated
14.10.2013 :

2. The Head of the Training Centre would be eligible for grant of training
allowance only if the post is held by him/her on full time basis and the selection
is held in the manner as detailed in para 4(g) below.

3. With a view to enable the Principals of these training centres to give due
attention to training and to exercise proper supervision, it is necessary that
these Principals should be posted full time, with office in the training centre
itself.

4. The following guidelines should be observed while allowing 15% training
allowance:

a. Faculty members, both gazetted and non-gazetted, who are drawn from
the field and whose auty is to impart training/education to the trainees may be
granted ‘Training Allowance’ at the rate of 15% of the basic pay in the revised
scales of pay.

b. Consequent to the grant of Training Allowance, as mentioned in para (a)
above, the existing training allowance, if any, special pay, deputation pay and
allowances thereon will not be admissible to the faculty members posted to
these training centres.

c. Faculty means “An employee” of the Government who joins a training
institute meant for training government officials as a faculty member and whose
work is to impart training/teaching. This will also include the principals of these
training institutes. However, faculty members recruited directly and “specifically
for the training institutions are not eligible for this ‘Training Allowance’.

d. Staff, whether drawn from the”field or transferred or locally recruited, who
are not directly engaged in imparting training/education will not be eligible for
the ‘Training Allowance.

e. Training Allowance will be admissible to the faculty members without any
ceiling and will not form the part of pay as defined in FR(9)(21)(2003](21)-R-lt,
but however, will count for purpose of leave salary.

f. Tenure period of faculty members shall not exceed eight years in any case
and under anv circumstances.

g.The admissibility of the allowance in each individual case will be examined
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by a Committee at appropriate level to be constituted as per Board’s letter
N’o.E(MPP)2001/19/3-Recommendation No.37 dated 29.6.2001 (RBE No.127/
2001). These cornmittees would adopt a strict selection process to find excellent
trainers for such appointments. The guidelines for such selection 5houta not
only take into account the outstanding service records but also good training
capability and aptitude for the job. Regard should also be given for participotion
in training course, keenness of interest token by the officials in providing requisite
training to their subordinates in the various jobs held by them and to their
performance in their earliest ossignment any, in posts relating to training. Tine
instructions should be read with Board’s letter No.E(MPP)99/19/]/Pt.dated
11.3.2003 (RRF No 49/2003). it should be ensured that before the training centre/
institute ond trainers are sanctioned this allowance, they must satisfy the above
guidelines. The trainers not recommended by the Committee should be
repatriated to their ^respective parent cadres. Adhoc appointees wilfnot
be~allowed this Training Allowance till they are regularized.

5. These orders will take effect from the date of issue of this letter
6. It is clarified that until such time the screening is done and the faculty

members not found fit are repatriated to their respective parent cadres, such
persons who have worked as faculty members may be allowed training allowance
till the date of reversion.

7. If is further clarified that Railways have no authority to start a training
institute/centre without Board’s prior approval.

8. This has the sanction of the President and issues with the concurrence of
the Finance Directorate of the Ministry of Railways.

Attention is invited to this Ministry’s letter of even number dated 14.09.2012
issued under RBE No. 102/2012. Some of the Zonal Railways have sought
clarification as regards to the allowances and benefits allowed to a trainee under
Board’s letter dated 14.09.2012(RBE No. 102/2012) should be given to a trainee
appointed against a working post where it is mandatory for persons being
appointed to clear the entire training period before joining a working post.

The matter has been examined in Board’s office and it is clarified that in
terms of one of the recommendations of the 6th Central Pay Commission, as
accepted by the Government of India, candidates not possessing the minimum
qualifications of Matric could not be recruited in the Government service. At the
same time, Commission also recommended that in exceptional circumstances
like appointment on compassionate grounds, Government might need to provide
employment opportunities to certain classes of persons not immediately meeting
the minimum educational standards and Government could recruit them as
“trainees” who would be given a regular pay band and Grade Pay only on
acquiring the minimum qualification prescribed under the Recruitment rules.

Thus, it is amply clear that Board’s instructions dated 14.09.2012 applies
exclusively in cases, where candidate being considered for appointment on
compassionate grounds are not meeting the minimum qualification for entry
into the Government service that is, in Grade Pay Rs. 1800/- and the word
‘trainees’ have been coined only for this limited purpose. It has nothing to do
with trainees (who get stipend and not salary) in various posts of Grade Pay
Rs. 1900 & above, where it is mandatory for persons to complete the training
successfully, before joining a working post.

(DR) payable to Central Government pensioners/family pensioners shall be
enhanced from the existing rate of 107% to 113% w.e.f, 1st January, 2015.

2. These orders apply to (i) Ail Civilian Central Government Pensioners/
Family Pensioners (ii) The Armed Forces Pensioners, Civilian Pensioners
paid out of the Defence Service Estimates, (ili) All India Service Pensioners (iv)
Railway Pensioners and (v) The Burma Civilian pensioners/family pensioners
and pensioners/families of displaced Government pensioners from Pakistan,
who are Indian Nationals but receiving pension on behalf of Government of
Pakistan and are in receipt of ad-hoc ex-gratla allowance of Rs. 3500/- p.m. in
terms of this Department’s OM No. 23/l/97-P&PW(B) dated 23.2.1998 read
with this Department’s OM No. 23/3/2008-P&PW(B) dated 15.9.2008.

3. Central Government Employees who had drawn lump sum amount on
absorption in a PSU/Autonomous body and have become eligible to restoration
of 1/3rd commuted portion of pension as well as revision of the restored amount
in terms of this Department’s OM No. 4/59/97-P&PW (D) dated 14.07.1998 will
also be entitled to the payment of DR @ 113% w.e.f. 1.1.2015 on fufl pension
i.e. the revised pension which the absorbed employee would nave received on
the date of restoration had he not drawn lump sum payment on absorption
and Deamess Pension subject to fulfillment of the conditions laid down in
para 5 of the O.M. dated 14,07.98. In this connection, instructions contained in
this Department’s OM NoA/29/99-P&PW (D) dated.

4. Payment of DR Involving a fraction of a rupee shall be rounded off to the
next higher rupee.

5. Other provisions governing grant of DR in respect of employed family
pensioners and re-employed Centra! Government Pensioners wilt be regulated
in accordance with the provisions contained in this Department’s OM No. 45/
73/97-P&PW (G) dated 2.7,1999 as amended vide this Department’s OM No.

OFFICE MEMORANDUM
Subject : Payment of Death Gratuity to a minor - regarding

In accordance with the existing instructions, the payment of a portion of
death gratuity could be made to the guardian, in the absence of a natural
guardian, without production of a guardianship certificate. As per the existing
orders, an amount of Rs.10,000/- (or the first Rs.10,000/- where amount exceeds
Rs.10,000/-) in favour of a minor could be made to his/her guardian, in the
absence of a natural guardian, without production of a formal guardianship
certificate but subject to production of an indemnity bond.

2. The above issue has been examined and in modification of the above
orders, it has been decided that the payment of death gratuity in respect of a
minor to the extent of 20% or Rs.1.50 lakh, whichever, is less may be paid to
his/her guardian, in the absence of natural guardian, without the production of a
forma! guardianship certificate but subject to the production of an indemnity
bond with suitable sureties. The balance in excess of 20% or Rs.1.50 lakhs, as
the case may be, would become payable on the production of a certificate of
guardianship.

3. it is essential however, that there should be adequate prima facie grounds
for making payment as in paragraph 2 above, to the person claiming It. Such
ground can exist only if he is shown by a declaration to be a de facto guardian
and his bona fides have been ascertained. Even if a guardian has not yet been
appointed by the Court, if the minor and his property are in the custody of some
person, such person is in Jaw a de facto guardian. The authorities making the
payment, should, therefore, require the person who comes forward to claim

payment on behalf of the minor, to satisfy themselves by a form that he is in
charge of the property of the minor and is looking after it or that, if the minor has
no property other than the gratuity, the minor is in his custody and care. The
form so to be produced is in addition to the indemnity bond with suitable
sureties.

4. The indemnity bond which is required to be produced by a de-facto
guardian of minor(s) for payment of retirement/death gratuity to the extent of
Rs.1.50 lakh or 20% whichever is less should be executed in the fom appended
below.

5. It has been decided that the stamp duty payable on the indemnity bond
wiii be borne by the Government, The indemnity bond, should, therefore, be
executed on any durable plain paper.

6. The indemnity bond should be signed by the obligor and the surety/
sureties or their respective attorneys appointed by power(s) of attorney. The
indemnity bond on behalf of the President should’be accepted by an officer
duiy authorized under Article 229(1) of the Constitution.

7. In so far as the persons serving in the Indian Audit and Accounts
Department are concerned, these orders have been issued after consultation
with the Comptroller and Auditor General of India.

1. Induction training programme for the persons with disabilities should be
imparted together with the other employees.

2. Job specific post-recruitment as well as pre-promofion training
programmes should be organized for the persons with disabilities.

Definite action to conduct job specific inclusive training programmes for
persons with disabilities along with other employees should be enforced.

3. Duration and contents of training programmes may be finalized in
consultation with the National Institutes under the Department of Disability
Affairs, Ministry of Social Justice & Empowerment and, if felt necessary,
assistance of prominent Associations/Federations/Confederations working
in the sphere of disabilities could be taken.

4. Training programmes may also be arranged for the persons with
disabilities, keeping in view changes in job profile on account of,
introduction of new technology or promotion of the employees etc. The
venue of the training needs to be fixed depending on suitability for
conducting such training programmes.

Further to the above reference, a letter No.2015/Environ/06/01 dated
1.4.2015 has been issued to Director Generai/NAIR and Directors of other
CTls. This letter stresses the importance on appropriate training to improve
the awareness and knowledge among Railway Officers on the current trends
in the field of ‘Environment and Climate Change’. It is necessary for supervisors
of various departments, particularly those in the technical as well as Traffic
Deptt., who are in the cutting edge level, are also imparted with appropriate
knowledge on ‘Environment & Climate Change’ including laws concerned.
Hence, the Main Training Centres functioning in various Zonal Railways &
PUs may kindly be geared up to organize training for supervisors of various
departments, when they come for initial and Refresher Training.

2. As part of the training, following subjects can be covered:
•  Pollution Control, Environment Management System & Acredltation
•  Energy Management including Energy Audit
•  Water Management including Water Audit
•  Solid Waste Management.

3. It is seen that a quite a few officers as well as supervisors have obtained
special qualification on the subjects related to Environment Management.
They can be identified and suitable database prepared and shared with
Board. Further, they could be involved in preparation of the training
modules on same as well as for the purpose of imparting training.
Zonal Railways/PUs can come forward and choose a subject of their
choice out of the above items and advise Board so that suitable
instructions could be issued to prepare specific training module for
supervisors for use by other Railways/PUs also.

Sub. : Recognition of Training Centres on Indian Railways.

Kindly refer to Board’s letter No.E(MPP)2001/3/9 dated 18.9.2003 (RBE
No. 163/2003) wherein. Railways were advised to send the proposals for
opening of new Training Centres to management Services Directorate of
Railway Board for consideration and approval.

It has, however, been observed that Railways, despite all instructions
have continued to set up new Training Centres without making any detailed
analysis of the requirement as also needs of the Zonal Railways/PUs, on their
own, without any knowledge of Railway Board.

.In order to curb this mushrooming of Training Centres on Indian Railways,
Railway Board has decided that:

• A Standing Committee in the Zonal Railway/PU with Chief Personnel
Officer [as Convenor), FA&CAO and nominated Training Manager of the
Department concerned may be formed. This Committee would review
the need and requirement of setting up of new Training Centres/Up-
dation of existing Training Centres etc., keeping in mind the existing
facilities, existing infrastructure and also the need to merge one or two
training centres to cater to the additional requirement. The Committee
shall also review the need for continuation of existing training centres.

• All the proposals, recommended by the Standing Committee giving
detailed justification will need to be approved by Addl. General Manager
or by General Manager in case AGM is not available before being sent
to Board (Training Directorate) for approval.

• It will be the responsibility of the Standing Committee to ensure that no
Training Centre is allowed fo open without their clearance and without
Board’s approval.

Board desire that Railways/PUs may strictly adhere to the above
instructions. No proposal, henceforth, for opening/updation of a new training
centre or recognition of training centre on IR will be considered in Board without
approval of the Standing Committee.

It should have the concurrence and approval of GM and FA&CAO
respectively.

6. There should be continuity in the studies. No drop out will be covered
under the scheme.

The undersigned is directed to say that vide this Department’s OM

No. 38/37/08-P&PE(A) dated 1.9.2008 and OM No. 38/37/08-P&PW(A) dated
2.9.2008. Instructions were issued for grant of additional pension/family
pension @ 20% to 100% to old pensioners/family pensioners of the age
of 80 years and above.
2. A question has been raised as to how the amount of additional
pension is to be regulated in case the additional pension results in fraction
of a rupee. The matter has been examined in consultation with Ministry of
Finance (Department of Expenditure) and it has been decided that that
amount of additional pension as finally calculated may be rounded off to
the next higher rupee. In cases where the pension/family pension of old
pensioners has been fexed/revised whithout rounding off the additional
pension, in those cases also, the additional pension may be rounded off
to the next higher rupee hereinafter. However, no arrears for the period from
1.1.2006 on account of such rounding off would be paid in those cases.
3. This issues with the approval of Ministry of Finance (Department of
Expenditure) ID No. 157/EV/2015 dated 30.3.2015.

Sub.: Introduction of Single Window System (SWS) for reimbursement
of Railway Pensions.
Single Window System for reimbursement of Railway pensions

disbursed through banks is being implemented on Railways on account of
the following advantages :
Advantages to the Zonal Railway :
* The designated Railways need to interact only with the nominated

Nodal Branch for both submission of PPos and receipt of pension
scrolls.

* PPOs to be sent directlyto the nominated Nodal Branch instead of
the various Link branches, which shall ensure timely dispatch thereof
to their Central Pension Processing Cell (CPPC) to ensure
commencement of pension payment from the month following which
the pensioner retires.

* Due to quick submission of monthly pension scroll in both physical
form and electronic form, better monitoring and reconcillation process
of the pension debits resulting in more accuracy in the projection
of pension budget.

* Better monitoring of grievances and redressal thereof.
Advantages to the Pensioner :
* The pension commences from the following month in which the

pensioner retires
* The pension is credited to the pensioner’s account every month on

time.
* Minimize errors in amount of pension, arrears is calculated and paid.
* The grievances redressal system would become more effective.

Bank of India has also sent a proposal in this regard, which has
since been examined and approved in consultation with Controller
General of Accounts (CGA) and Reserve Bank of India (RBI).
Accordingly, it has been decided to implement the scheme with the
said bank w.e.f. 01.07.2015.
The main features of the existing system vis-a-vis SWS are as under:

Present System :
* FA&CAOs of all zonal railways and production units are authorized

to issue PPOs (Annexure 1). FA&CCOs draw the PPOs against the
bank opted by the pensioners and send the same to the nominated
Link branch of that bank directly which further forwards the same
to the Paying Branch concerned.



* The paying Branch takes the PPO on their record and thereafter
credits the pension amount monthly in the pensioner’s account and
sends scroll to the Link Branch.

* The Bank’s Link Branches compile the scrolls of all paying branches
under them and sends the same to the designated FA&CAOs
(Annexure 2)

* Simultaneously, Link branch also submits the claim for the
reimbursement of pension payment to the designated nominated
reimbursing agency i.e. nominated RBI/SBI Branch.

* The Reimbusing Branch claims the reimbursement from RBI, CAS.
* RBI/CAS/Nagpur credits the account of the reimbursing bank and

debits the account or respective designated Railway.
Single Window System :-
* FA&CAO of all Zonal Railways/Production Units shall continue to be

authorized for issue of PPOs (Annexure 1).
* BANK OF INDIA has nominated their nodal branches for 16

designated FA&CAOs both for receiving of the PPOs and sumbission
of pension debit scrolls to the FA&CAOs. Copies of the special seal
together with specimen signatures of the authorized signatories should
be sent to the Nodal Branches for onward transmission to CPPC,
to facilitate verification thereof by Bank.

* In case of new pension, both halves of PPOs (i.e. disburser’s and
pensioner’s) sent by PPAs (Pension Paying Authority) will be received
at the Nodal branches nominated by the Bank (Annexure 3) and
subsequently they will send the  pwnsioners’ half to the respective
Pension Paying Branch for onward delivery to the pensioners after
due identification etc. and the Bank’s half to the CPPC fo the Bank.

* The images of the Pension Payment Order (PPOs) will be scanned
and stored in the master database by CPPC, which will be visible
to the Pension Paying branch also.

* CPPC would build up a master database (including scanned images
of PPOs) for the existing valid Railway Pensioners of all the branches
of Bank.

* The PPOs issued in a month by the Railways/PUs has to reach the
nominated Nodal Branch of the Bank by 5th of the ensuing month.
The Nodal Branch will thereafter forward the disburser’s copy to the
CPPC of the Bank and the pensioner’s copy to the Paying Branch
by 10th of the month. Thereafter, the CPPC will carry on the necessary
scanning and other procedures so that payment of pension is ready
to commence from the following month in which the pensioner retires.
The paying branch will intimate the pensioner, immediately, on the
receipt of pensioner’s half so that pensioner fulfils the necessary
formalities with them and then advise CPPC in this regard so that
pension is credited in the pension account invariably by the end of
the month.

* Changes/modifications in the Pensioner’s Data/Pension Scroll will take
place at CPPC of the Bank. Pension will be processed at CPPC and
scrolls will be generated.

* Based on the generated Scroll, CPPC will credit the pension to the
pensioners’ accounts of all the CBS branches. For non CBS branches,
CPPC will send the Pension Scroll to Pension Paying Branches for
doing the needful at their end.

* CPPC will send the designated FA&CAO wise scroll and claim
alongwith the summary sheet under Single Window System (SWS)
through Link Cell Nagpur, to RBI CAS Nagpur for reimbursement at
Single Point.

* The nominated Nodal Branches for 16 designated FA&CAOs will be
the point of local liaison and submission of Pension Scroll. The
designated FA&CAO wise electronic Scroll will be sent to respective
Nodal Branches by CPPC. The Nodal Branches will submit the
pension debit scrolls in both physical form and electronic form to their
respective FA&CAO of Railway for reconciliation and record
(Annexure 4).

* The CPPC will also create a dashboard that can be viewed by the
all the PPO issuing FA&CAos and the Railway Board indicating the
details of PPOs received in a month by their bank and the month
of commencement of the pension of the pensioners along with the
remarks for non-commencement of pension.

* The details of the pension payment viz Basic Pension, DA, Net
Amount etc should be accessible/viewable by the pensioner online.

* CPPC will calculate pension and arrears, if any, as per the guidelines
of Pension Paying Authority. The details of pension calculation will
be available on the Bank’s network and the Pension Paying Branches
will hand over a copy of the printout to the pensioner. This information
should also be available online to the pensioners.

* The Bank shall provide an online pension helpline wherein the
pensioners can view their pension details, lodge complaints related
to pension payment and the same will also be viewable to the
FA&CAOs office concerned. The CPPC will have a sound grievance
redressal mechanism/monitoring cell to track the pensioner’s grievances
lodged in the pension helpline or otherwise forwarded by Pension
Paying Branches, Ministry, Authority or by directly by the pensioner.

* The PPOs against other banks would continue to be sent to their
existing Link Branches till they are covered under SWS.
Further, the following instructions would be adhered to by the bank.

* There would be a running serial number on the paying branch scroll.
It should be ensured that no scroll number is repeated or left out.

* The same check would be done on Nodal Branch Summary Scroll.
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* At the pension accounting authority all amounts booked against
duplicate scroll numbers would be checked and the RBI would be
asked to put back these amounts to the Government accounts.

* The entire process from the start of payment of pension to
reimbursement at RBI, CAS, Nagpur will be handled by the concerned
bank itself.

* The Nodal branches will be responsible for reconciliation with the
Railways and for settling discrepancies.

* As a onetime exercise authorized banks will send the nodal branch
wise, paying branch directory structure with complete postal address,
pin code, BSR code for proper and prompt settlement and reconciliation.
The Railways/Units may ensure implementation of the scheme with
BANK OF INDIA W.E.F. 01.07.2015. The scheme will be extended
to other banks as and when they finalise the modalities and the
approval of CGA and RBI is obtained. The feedback on the
implementation of the scheme may be provided to Board’s office.

2. All Ministries/Departments are now informed that it has been decided
in consultation with Ministry of Social Justice and Empowerment that the
special casual leave to the differently abled Central Government employees
with disabilities as per the above O.M. dated 14.11.2007 may be allowed
for participation in conferences/workshops/seminars/trainings related to
Disability and Disability related programmes organized by the following :

(i) Central Government and State/UT Governments :
(ii) Central and State/UT Government Institutions/Agencies :
(iii) International agencies like UN. World Bank etc;
(iv) Universities & Educational Institutions set up by Central/State

and staff including RPF personnel in the programme, for general well being
of employees. Further, in Budget 2015-16, it was emphasized that training
in Yoga will be imparted to the staff especially from RPF.

In the light of foregoing, Board has decided to include mandatory Yaga
Training programmes in all the Centralized Training Institutes and Non-
Gazetted Training Centres including RPF Training Centres. Accordingly, all
the training programmes whether initial. Refresher, Promotional or structured
training programmes would provide for slots for Yoga Training as per details
specified below :

Less than 15 days Training Course One hour* Yoga Training for the
entire course

15 days to 8 weeks Training Course One hour* Yaga Training per
week (fraction of week to be
ignored)

8 weeks to 30 weeks Training Course One hour* Yoga Training Per
week up to 8 weeks and
thereafter 1 hour Yoga Training
per fortnight (fraction of week/
fortnight to be ingnored.)

30 weeks and above, up to total one hour* per week up to 8
duration of training weeks and thereafter one hour

per fortnight for the balance
period. (Fraction of week/fortnight

(*one  hour duration can be split into 3x20 minutes or 4x15 min., or
2x30 min. etc.)

Accordingly, all Training Centres are advised to arrange these training
programmes. In case necessary, tie up may be made with certified/
Professional Yoga Centres/Trainers on payment basis as may be decided
by the concerned General Managers of Zonal Railways, PUs and Heads
of CTis etc., in consuitation with their Associate Finance under the Zonal
Railways/CTIs budgetary powers. Necessary the up as mentioned above may
be finalized within 2 months and training on Yoga in terms of the aforesaid
directions may be started immediately thereafter. There would be no
exemption from attendance in this programme unless there are adequate
reasons to be accepted by Head of Training Institution personally.

As regards the batch size, the minimum batch size should be 20,
however, where more numbers are proposed to be covered in a batch, the
same should be decided in consultation with the  trainer.

It has been decided by the Board that
qualification of BCA obtained through distance mode cannot be accepted
in lieu of the minimum qualification prescribed for the Post of Junior
Engineer (IT).

transparency in public administration etc. The matter was considered and
it was decided later-on that these instructions are applicable mutatis
mutandis to the non-gazetted staff working on Zonal Railways vide Board’s
letter No. E(NG)I-2009/CR/2 dated 30.04.2010.
2. Hon’ble CAT/Calcutta Bench, Kolkata, in their order dated 22.08.2014,
delivered in O.A. No. 1047 of 2011 filed by Shri Anup Roy Vs Chittaranajn
Locomotive Works (CLW), have directed as follows : “Non communication
of an entry is arbitrary. It is not only when there is a bench mark but in
all cases that an “entry” (whether it is poor, fair, average, good, or very good)
must be communicated to a public servant, otherwise, there is a violation
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of principle of fairness, which is soul of natural justice. Even an outstanding
entry should be communicated, since that boost the morale of an employee
and make him work harder.”
3. Board wish to reiterate that the instructions contained in Board’s letter
dated 30.04.2010 quoted above may be adhered to scrupulously in order
to comply with the directives of Hon’ble CAT/Calcutta.

Keeping in view the fact that the cadre of Traffice Assistants in Metro

Railway. Kolkata is a unique cadre performing both Operational and
Commercial duties, the percentage distribution of posts for restructuring of
this cadre as proposed by Metro Railway administration was under
consideration of the Ministry of Railways for some time. As a result of the
review undertaken on the basis of functional, operational and adminstrative
requirements, it has been decided with the approval of the President that
benefit of cadre restructuring may be given to the Traffic Assistants, Metro
Railway, Kolkata as per the percentage distribution of posts indicated in the
enclosed Annexure ‘A’. While implementing these orders, the following
detailed instructions should be strictly adhered to :
Date of effect 1. The restructuring of the cadre will be with

reference to the sanctioned cadre strength
as on the date of issue of these orders. The
staff who will be placed in higher grade pay
as a result of implementation of these orders
will draw pay in higher grades w.e.f date of
issue of these orders. The benefit of
restructuring will be restricted to the persons
who are working in the cadre on the cut off-
date i.e. date of issue of these orders.

Applicability to various 2. These orders will be applicable to the
cadres permanent regular posts of Traffic

Assistants cadre (excluding surplus &
supernumerary posts) of the Metro Railway
establishment. Only those temporary posts
which are in operation for atleast three years
may also be taken into account for the
purpose of applying revised percentage. This
will be subject to certification that these posts
are meant for regular activities which will
continue and not for any sporadic
requirements.

2.1 These orders will not be applicable to ex-
cadre & workcharged posts which will continue
to be based on worth of charge.

Pay Fixation 3. The pay of staff promoted against the
additional higher grade posts as a result of
restructuring (including chain/resultant
vacancies) will be fixed as per Rule 13 of
RS(RP) Rules, 2008 with the benefit of one
increment @ 3% of basic pay, with the usual
option for pay fixation as per extent rules.

Existing classification 4. The existing classification of the posts covered
and filling up to the by these orders as ‘selection’ and ‘non-
vacancies selection’, as the case may be remains

unchanged, However, for the purpose of
implementation of these orders, if any Traffic
assistant becomes due for promotion to a
post classified as a ‘selection’ post, the
existing selection procedure will stand
modified in such a case to the extent that
the selection will be based only on scrutiny
of service records and confidential reports
without holding any written and/or viva-voce
test. This modified selection procedure has
been decided upon by the Ministry of Railways
as a one time exception be special
dispensation, in view of the numbers involved,
with the objective of expediting the
implementation of these orders. Similarly for
posts classified as ‘non-selection’ at the time
of this restructuring, the promotion will be
based only on scrutiny of service records
and confidential reports.

4.1 Normal vacancies existing on the date of
issue of these orders (except direct
recruitment quota) and those arising on that
date from this cadre restructuring including
chain/resultant vacancies should be filled in
the following sequence.
(i) From panels approved on or before
thedate of issue of these orders and current
on that date.
(ii) and the balance in the manner indicated
in para 4 above.

4.2 Such selections which have not been finalized
till the date of issue of these orders should
be cancelled/abandoned.
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4.3 All normal vacancies arising from the next
day of issue of these orders will be filled by
normal selection procedure.

4.4 all vacancies (including chain/resultat
vacancies) arising purely due to this cadre
restructuring should be filled up by senior
employees who should be given benefit of
the promotion from the date of issue of these
orders whereas for the normal vacancies
existing on the date of issue of these orders,
junior employees should be posted by
modified selection procedure but they will get
promotion and higher pay from thedate of
taking over the posts as per normal rules.
Thus the special benefit of the promotion
from the date of issue of these orders is
available only for vacancies arising out of
cadre restructuring and for other vacancies,
the normal fules of prospective promotion
from the date of filling up of vacancy will
apply.

4.5 In cases where percentages have been
reduced in the lower grade and no additional
post becomes available as a result of
restructuring (including chain/resultant
vacancies), the existing vacancies on the
date of issue of these orders should be filled
up by normal selection procedure.

4.6 Direct recruitment percentages will not be
applicable to the additional posts arising out
of these restructuring orders as on the date
of effect. The direct recruitment percentage
will apply for normal vacancies arising on or
after the date following the date of effect. The
direct recruitment quota as existing prior to
the date of effect will continue to be
maintained.

4.7 Employees who retire/resign or expire in
between the period from the date of effect
of these orders to the date of actual
implementation of these orders, will be eligible
for the fixation benefits and arrears under
these orders from the date of effect, if they
are otherwise eligible for the said benefit

5. Extant instructions for D&A/Vigilance
clearance will be applicable for effecting

promotions under these orders with
reference to date of effect of these orders.

Minimum years of 6. While implementing the restructuring orders,
service in each grade instructions regarding minimum period of

service required for promotion issued from
time to time should be followed. However,
while considering any relaxation in the
residency period prescribed for promotions,
General Manager would personally ensure
that the safety aspect of Metro Railway is
not compromised.

Basic functions duties 7. Since the cadre as detailed in the annexure
and responsibilities to this letter is being restructured on

functional, operational and administrative
considerations, the posts being placed in
higher scales of pay as a result of
restructuring should include the duties and
responsibilities of greater importance.

Adjustment of excess 8. If prior to issue of these instructions the
number of posts. number of posts existing in any grade in any

particular cadre exceeds the number
admissible on the revised percentages, the
excess may be allowed to continue to be
phased out progressively with the vacation
of the posts by the existing incumbents.

Provision of reservation 9. The existing instructions with regard to
reservation of SC/sT wherever applicable will
continue to apply.

Refusal of promotion 10. Such of the staff as had refused promotion
before issue of these orders and stand
debarred for promotion may be considered
for promotion, in relaxation of the extant
provisions as a one time exception, if they
indicate in writing that they are willing to be
considered for such promotion against the
vacancies existing on the date of issue of
these orders and arising due to restructuring
on the date. This relaxation will not be
applicable to vacancies arising after the date
of effect.

Matching Savings 11. Entire scheme of restructuring is to be a self-
financing and expenditure neutral proposition.
Financial implicaions should be worked out
taking into account the revised basic pay
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(including the Grade Pay)  corresponding to
the mimpoint of the pre-revised pay scales
in respect of each post as listed in the
fitment table circulated vide Railway Board’s
letter no. PC-VI/2008/1/RSRP/1 dated
11.09.2008 and 12.09.2008. along with the
Dearness Allowance as applicable on date
of effect of these orders.

11.1 After working out the financial implications,
the matching savings should be effected
from the category itself. Wherever it is not
possible to do so from the category itself,
the matching savings should be arranged
form thedepartment at zonal level. But before
restructuring the cadre as per the revised
percentage distribution of posts, matching
savings will have to be ensured by
surrender of 24 posts at the lowest grade.
While effecting surrender of posts of
equivalent financial value, the existing vacnt
posts available in the category on the date
of effect should be considered for the purpose
of off-setting the cost of restructuring/financial
effects of restructuring. Board desires that
the General Manager should ensure that the
restructuring is implemented expeditiously
with matching saving without any exception
and difficulty. There would be no restructuring
without matchine savings by surrender of
posts.

11.2 Revised percentage distribution of posts as
per these orders is to be absed upon the
sanctioned cadre strength as on the date of
issue of these orders. Surrenders are to be
effected on this sanctioned strength and the
resulting imbalance/variation in the cadres is
to be reviewed at the time of next annual
review as indicated below.

Annual review 12. The next Annual Review will be undertaken
from 01.04.2016 taking into account the
cadre strength as on 01.04.2016.

NF Railway and RRB / Mumbai had raised the following issues in
respect of educational qualifications for the post of PGT :-

(a) As to whether TGT/Science, having normal avenue to the post
of PGT/Science, may be considered eligible for the post of
PGT/Bengali in Arts Stream by virtue of having the qualification
of Masters Degree in Bengali,

(b) As to whether the candidates having qualifications such as
M.Sc. in Zoology/Botany/Microbiology could be considered for
the post of Post Graduate Teacher (Biology).

2. The above issues have been examined in Board’s Office in consultation
with NCTE and the following are clarified :-

(a) A Trained Graduate Teacher (Science) by virtue of having the
qualification of Master Degree in Bengali is eligible for the post
of PGT (Bengali) as the qualifications prescribed for the post
of PGT are Post Graduate degree in the respective subject
(Bengali, in the instant case) along with B.Ed. or its equivalent
degree.

(b) In the normal practice, Biology subject is taught up to +2 level
in an integrated form comprising of Zoology, Botany, Microbiology
etc. However, at graduation/postgraduation level its branches
like Zoology, Botany and Microbiology etc. are taught as the
independent subject. As such, the candidates having PG
degree in branches of Biology may be treated as eligible for
the post of PGT (Biology).

3. However, the Master Degree should not have been acquired from
distance education mode.

However, the same was implemented in
the Railways and the Liaison Officers looking after the reservation matters
for SCs/STs are also looking after the reservation matters for OBCs in view
of the fact that the rosters for SC/ST/OBCs are common.
2. In the Oral evidence of few Zonal Railways taken up by the
Parliamentary Committee on OBC recently held on 10.06.2015 and 22.6.2015,
the Hon’ble Chairman of the Committee had expressed his displeasure
regarding non-nomination of separate Liaison Officers for OBCs as per the
directives of the nodal Ministry i.e. Ministry of Personnel, Public Grievances
and Pensions (DOP&T). As such, the August Committee has insisted for
nomination of separate Liaison Officers belonging to OBC communities for
looking after the work relating to reservation for OBCs.
3. In view of the observation/recommendation of the above Committee,
it has now been decided to nominate a separate Liaison Officer for Other
backward Classes(OBCs) who would be entrusted with the responsibility of
looking after the reservation matters relating to OBCs.
4. It is therefore advised that an officer of Personnel Department not
below the rank of JA Grade/Sr. Scale belonging to OBC Community may
be nominated to act as Liaison Officer for OBCs in Zonal Railways/Production
Units/Divisional Offices/Workshops etc. He shall vet all the roster registers
& indents for recruitment various levels.

7) AFFILIATION AND MEMBERSHIP
Any bonafide Association of Other Backward Classes Railway

Employees engaged of employed in Indian Railways, or in an independent
Railway Undertaking or in any other establishment office or project under
the Ministry of Railways recognized/circulated by Zonal/Pus administration
is eligible for affiliation only after depositing an affiliation fee of Rs. 25,000/
- (Rupees Twenty Five Thousand) for each Zonal OBC. Association and Rs.
12500/- (Rupees Twelve thousand five hundred only) for each Production
Unit OBC Railway Exployees Association per year in the Federation Bank
Account by the President/ General Secretary of the concernad Zone/PU
subject to they approval of the General secretary of CEC of The Federaction

(a) OBC Railway Employees Assoclation of concerned Zonal /
Production Units Seeking Affilation with the Federation shall
apply in the prescribed form (F)

(b) Affiliation of OBC Railway Employees Association of concerned
Zonal/Production Units with the All India OBC Railway Employees
Federation, Indian Railways is an essential and compulsory
requirement for functioning in the different Zonal Railways and
Production Units.

(c) Without affiliation with the All India OBC Railway Employees
Federation, Indian Railway e OBC Railway Employees
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Association of any Zonal Railway/Production Unit is not
entitled for any facilities provided by the Railway Administration
from time to time.

(d) Any of the office bearers of the Federation shall not involve
or conduct any private and illegal business or such activity
in the name of the Federation/Association/Association by using
the designation of the federation/ Association. In case any body
found in voilating the above are liable to be debarred from
the primary membership of the Federation/Association indirectly
without notice to safeguard the integrity of the Federation.

(e) Except President and General secretary of the Federation any
Executive Committee Member or office bearer or member of
the Federation/ Association who is expelled, debarred,
suspended, blacklisted, on any grounds by the federation is
not eligible for becoming a member/ office bearer in the
association/federation at any level. If any person becomes a
member and or produces the temporary membership receipt
by hiding the above facts, his membership will be considered
automatically cancelled and he will lose all the benefits of the.

8. DISAFFILIATION (LOSS OF MEMBERSHIP):
(a) Any affiliated Association shall lose its membership of the

Federation if it fails to deposit affiliation fee in the Federation
Bank account on or before 31st march of the year.

(b) The affiliation once given may be cancelled/suspended at any
time if it is found that affiliated association is working against
the Aims and Objectives on the Federation or not following
the directives and guidelines of the CEC issued from time to
time or is in He fault of renewal fee or any other dues.

(c) In case of any doubt regarding caste of any office bearer or
member, caste certificate can be demanded by the President/
Working President/ General secretary of the Zone or CEF,
failure to produce the same will lead to cancellation of
membership and he/she will seized to be member of the
Federation/Association any further and he/she will lose all the
benefits of the Association/Federation.

9. COMPOSITION OF THE ALL INDIA O.B.C RAILWAY EMPLOYEES’
FEDERATION :
(a) The General Body: The General Body of the Federation

consists of office bearers from all the affiliated Associations,
whose zonal/Production Units OBC Association office bearers
list is circulated only by the Railway Adminstration.

(b) The Annual General Body Meeting shall be held every year
on the date and at the Venue as decided by the General
Secretary of the Federation (Regd. No. S-33475) for

(i) Consideration of the report of the General Secretary.
(ii) Passing the audited statement of accounts and other
reports.
(iii) Consideration of subject, as may be referred to it by the
Central executive Committee or affiliated Association.
(iv) Electing the Office Bearers of the Federation.
(v) Notice of schedule of programme of Annual General Body
Meeting shall be given by General Secretary; such notice shall
contain the business to transacted at the meeting.
(vi) At least 21 days notice shall be given before convening
the Annual General Body Meeting.
(vii) Resolution from the affiliated Association for consideration
of the General Body should be sent to the General Secretary
at least 10 days before the meeting of the General Body.

9. THE CENTRAL EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE :
CENTRAL EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE (CEC) is the Governing Body

of the federation and it is the Apex Body of the ederation and its decisions
on all matters are binding on all the members of the Federation and its
affiliated Association.

The CEC consists of the following Members :

(1) President-1

(2) Working President-2

(3) Sr Vice-President-2

(4) Vice-Presidnet-2

(5) General Secretary-1

(6) Joint General Secretaries-15

(7) Asst. General Secretaries-18

(8) Finance Secretary/Treasurer-1

(9) Auditors-3

The tenure of CEC will be five years from the date of the General Body
or from the date of circulation of the list of office bearers by the Railway
Board whichever is later. In case any dispute arises the latest & existing
body which was circulated by the Railway Board and a legally valid body
will continue till the dispute is settled.

(i) Retired Railway OBC employees are eligible for the election
of office bearers/Central Executive Committee members of the
Federation and to become the members of CEC, such retired
Railway OBC employee should be an office bearer of the OBC
Association affiliated to the Federation at the time of his/her
retirement.
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(ii) The CEC is empowered to make rules regulations on the
subjects for smooth functioning of the organization. The
decision taken by CEC-will be applicable & binding on all the
Associations and office bearers of OBC Associations of all
Zonal Railways/Production Units.

(iii) The Meeting of Central Executive Committee (CEC) will be held
quarterly or as and when called/convened by the General
secretary for which a two week notice will given to all
themembers to discuss the urgent matters.

(iv) CEC/Federation office Bearers list submitted to concerned
authority for recognition and circulation must be signed by the
existing General Secretary of the Federation. If the General
Secretary of the Federation is newly elected, then the Federation
office Bearers list submitted to the concerned authority for
recognition and circulation must be signed by the outgoing
General Secretary of the Federation and the incumbent
General Secretary of the Federation. Otherwise the competent
authority should not give any recognition to that document. In
case any dispute arises the existing body which was circulated
by the Railway Board and a legally valid body will continute
till the dispute is settled.

(v) All the elected office bearers of the affiliated Zonal Executive
Committees of OBC Railway Employees’ Associations whose
office bearers list is circulated by the administration can only
be a member of the Federation and will have voting power
and can participate in the election of CEC/Office bearers of
the Federation (Regd. No. S-33475). In case of production
Units. Only three office bearers viz President, General secretary
and Finance secretary will have voting power and participate
in the election of Central Executive committee/Office bearers
of the Federation. Divisional, Branch, Workshop and Extra
Divisional office bearers will not have voting power and they
cannot participate in the election of central Executive Committee/
Office bearers of the Federation.

10. ELECTION PROCEDURE
(a) Election for the Federation shall be held through secret ballot

for electing the office bearers of the Federation. Due democratic
procedure in holding the election should be adopted ensureing
free, impartial participation of all members of the federation
in election of office bearers.

(vi) (b) All the elected office bearers of the Zonal executive
Committee and Retired Railway Employees whose office
bearers list is circulated by the Railway administration can be
a member of the federation and will have voting power and
participate in the election of Central executive Committee/Office

bearers of the federation. In case of Production Units only
three office bearers viz President, General Secretary and
Finance secretary will have voting power and participate in the
election of Central Executive committee/Office bearers of the
Federation. Deivisional, Branch, Workshop and Extra Divisional
Office bearers will not have voting power and they cannot
participate in the election of Central Executive Committee/
Office bearers of the Federation.
The Flection will held at least one month in advance of the
expiry of the tenure so that elected office bearers over on the
date of expiry of the tenure.
Tenure of the Federation or Central Executive Committee:-
The Tenure of office bearers of the Central Executive Committee
of the federation shall be five years of till the next circulation
of the elected office bearers list by the Railway Administration/
Railway Board.
Note : In addition to the above the following condition should
be fulfilled by the OBC Railway Employees’ Associations of
Zonal Bodies/Production Units to become eligible for participating
in the elections for Central executive Committee.
The Zonal bodies/Production units should clear all the dues
including Annual Affiliation/renewal of Affiliation he as per the
constituion of this federation.

11. POWERS, DUTIES AND FUNCTIONS OF THE CENTRAL EXECUTIVE
COMMITTEE
(a) PRESIDENT : He will preside the meeting of the Federation

and work the General Secretary for the cause if the Federation.
He will work for the unity of the Other Backward Classes
railway employees for achieving social justice and aims of the
Federation.

(b) WORKING PRESIDENT : In absence of the President the
working President will perform the duties of the President.

(c) Sr. VICE PRESIDENT : In addition ot duties assigned by the
General Secretary, Sr. Vice President shall perform the duties
of the President/Working President in their absence.

(d) VICE PRESIDENT : The Vice President shall preside the
meeting in the absence of the President/Working President/
Sr. Vice President.

(e) GENERAL SECRETATRY :The Gneral Secretary shall carry
out the following duites.

(i) To take necessary steps for the  smooth functioning of the
Federation in its day to day activities such as holding of the
meeting etc.
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(ii) To take notices of the proceedings of the meetings of the
committee and the General Body and to enter them in minutes
book and get them confirmed in the next meeting of Central
Executive, General Body as the case may be.

(iii) The General Secretary of the federation have vested power
to remove any office bearer of the federation or expel any zonal
associations for involving in anti associations activities.

(iv) He shall take all positive decisions in the interest of the
Federation.
(v) To conduct on correspondence of the Federation the
General Secretary shall sign all letters emanating from the
Federation and other CEC members should not communicate
and letter / correspondence to anywhere including Railway
Board.
(vi) To keep and maintain the records of the Association in
proper manner.
(vii) To exercise general supervision and control over the office
bearers and affairs of the federation.

(viii) To keep in touch with all the office bearers as frequently
as possible to secure the fullest co operation of the executive
members.
(ix) To maintain an upto date list of all members of zonal
associations.

(x) To keep upto date rules of the federation as amended by
the federation from time to time.

(xi) To prepare an annual report of the activities of the
federation and present the same at the annual general body
meeting.

(xii) Any other miscellaneous duties as may be asigned to him.
(f) Joint General Secretary.

(i) To assist the General Secretary in maintaning an upto date
list of all members of the federation.
(ii) To carry out work regarding organization matters with prior
approval of General Secretary.

(g) Assistant General Secretary.
(i) The Assistant General Secretary shall the General Secretary
in matters pertaining towards the zone represents.

(h) Finance Secretary/Treasurer
(i) To receive subscription and other donations to the federation
and depost them in a nationalized bank approved by the
Central Executive Committee.

(ii) To issue proper receipts for all money received by him
on behalf of the federation.

(iii) He shall maintain all the accounts, vouchers and receipts
of various forms of income and expenditure of the federation.

(iv) To maintain the commplete and up to date list of the
members of the affiliated zonal associations and the amount
due from each of them.

(v) To maintain account of the federation and present them
to the CEC for scrutiny as and when required.

(vi) To issue notice to zonal associaion, who fails to pay the
subscription to the federation, which the knowledge of the
central executive committee.

(i) AUDITIOR :
The auditor(s) may be outsider(s), railway serving employees
or Retired Railway employees and also he/she will check the
accounts of the Federation and submit a report thereon to the
Centrral Executive committee.

12. NOTICE OF THE ANNUAL GENERAL BODY MEETING AND
PERIODS OF THE MEETING :

The Annual General body Meeting shall be held every year
on the date and venue as decided by the General secretary
of the Federation (Regd. No. S-33475).

Notice shall be given 21 days in advance mentioning the
business to be transacted in the meeting.

13. Extra General Body Meeting or Special General Body Meeting :
A meeting other than Annual General Body Meeting like Special
General Body Meeting or extra General Body Meeting may be
convened whenever Central Executive Committee of the
Federation deems it necessary and must be so convened on
receipt of requisition by 10% of CEC members of the
Federation.

14. VOTING :
(a) All decisions of the Central Executive Committee the Annual

General Body Meeting or the Extra General Body Meeting of
the CEC shall be made by a simple majority vote, except when
a different method is specially prescribed.

(b) All voting shall be through secret ballot or by a show of hands
or other methods.

15. QUORUM FOR THE MEETING
(a) The quorum for a meeting of the Central Executive Committee

shall be 51% per cent of the number constituting the committe.
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(b) The quorum for a General Body Meeting shall be thirty per
cent of the total number of delegate elected to represent
Zones/Production Unit/R.D.S.O./ for such a meeting.

16. PERCENTAGE OF O.B.C. RAILWAY EMPLOYEES AMONG
REPRESENTATIVES.

All members of the constituent organization of the Federation shall
be OBC Railway Employees and Retired OBC Railway Employee.

17. VICTIMIZATION :

Other Backward Calsses Railway Employees Victimized for Association
activity, the federation will support and protect such OBC employee.

18. FUNDS

Subject to the provisions of the Societies Act and of the sanction
of the Central Executive Committee its funds shall be spent on the
following.

(a) The payment of salaries, allowances and expenses of the
officers of the Federation.

(b) The payment of expenses for the administration of the
federation, including the fees for the audit of accounts of the
federation.

(c) The prosecution or defense of any legal proceedings to which
the federation or officers of its affiliated associations is a party.
Where such prosecution or defence is undertaken for the
purpose of securing or protecting any rights of the Federation
or its affiliated Assocations.

(d) The conduct of disputes on behalf of the Federation or its
affiliated Associations.

(e) The upkeep of a periodical published mainly for the purpose
of discussing questions affecting O.B.C Railway employees as
such.

(f) Any other expenses provided in the Societies Act.

19. CUSTODY OF FUNDS

(a) The Central Executive Committee shall be responsible for the
safe custody of the funds of the Federation, and shall decide
from time to time the bank or banks wherein the funds of the
Federation shall be deposited.

(b) The money deposited in the bank in the name of the
Federation, shall be withdrawn only by cheque jointly
signed by any two of the three(ie) President, General
Secretary and Treasurer/Finance Secretary.

(c) The President Working President, general Secretary & Finance
Secretary of Federation shall be allowed a recoupable imprest
not exceeding Rs. 10,000/- (Rupees of Ten thousand). A
separate register shall be maintained for this purpose. The
Finance Secretary/Treasurer shall maintain the accounts of the
each unit(s).

(d) The Finance Secretary/Treasurer shall maintain the acounts of
the Federation.

(e) The General secretary shall maintain a list of membership of
the Federation for each financial year from 1st April to 31st
March.

(f) The accounts and list of membership shall be open for
inspection during the office hours of the Federation. A notice
is not less than seven days shall be given in writing by any
member or officer of the Federation or by any person deputed
for this purpose by the Railway Administration.

20. DISCIPLINARY ACTION :
Except General Secretary any office bearer or members of the
Federation or any OBC Association may be suspended from the
membership of the federation or expelled by the General Secretary
of the Federation for disloyal conduct or for injuring the interests of
the federation in the following manner.
(a) The disciplinary action should be ratified by the 51% members

present in the CEC meeting of the Federation within 30 days
from the date of its suspension or expulsion.

(b) (i) Aggrieved party can appeal to the CEC of the Federation.
The Central Executive committee may also by a resolution
impose fines and penalties for default in the fulfillment of any
obligation to the Federation/Association.
(ii) In case of expulsion, an appeal shall be made to the Central
Executive committee.
(iii) The Central Executive committee may also by a resolution
impose fines and penalties for default in the fulfillment of any
obligation to the Federation/Association.

21. VACANCIES :
In case of vacancies arising during the tenure of the Executive
Committee at any level due to any reasons the vacancies of office
bearers of the Central Executive committee shall be filled by
nomination by the General secretary of Central Executive Committee
of the Federation. Similarly in case of vacancies of office bearers
of Zonal executive Committee, Divisional Executive committee and
Branch Executive Committee shall be filled by the  nomination by
General secretary of the Concerned Zonal/PU OBC Association with
the consent of concerned ZEC/DEC/BEC as case may be.
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22. TRADE UNION ACTIVITIES :

According to  the circumstance and keeping in view of larger interests
of OBCs, the CEC of the federation will take appropriate decision
as per the extant rules in this regard.

23. POLITICAL RESOLUTIONS :

Resolutions on political questions to be adopted shall require a two
third majority of the members present.

24. CONSTITUTION AMENDMENTS :

Amendments to the constitution can be made only by the General
Body Meeting by a 51% majority of its members, present and voting.
Amendments will be sent to the Registrar as per society act and shall
not come into force till its registration with the registrar.

Any proposed amendments to the constitution of the federation must
be notified to the delegates along with the notice convening the
meeting of the General Body Meeting.

25. SPECIAL POWERS OF CENTRAL EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE :

The Central Executive Committee may frame bye-laws and regulations
not inconsistent with constitution for the purpose of carrying out the
business of the Federation.

The Central Executive Committee has the powers to increase or to
redesignate the Office Bearers of the Federation. The CEC of the
Federation shall be supreme body in all matters relating to the
organization and all the decisions/directives issued from time to time
shall be binding on all Zones, Divisions and branches.

26. LEGAL PROCEEDINGS :

The Federation may sue of the sued in the name of the President/
General Secretary as per provisions laid down under section 6 of
the Societies Registration Act 1860 as applicable to the Delhi.

All the legal disputes which may arise in connection with the
Federation will be contested in the territorial jurisdiction of the courts
of Delhi including the territorial jurisdiction of Delhi High Court.

27. DISSOLUTION : The dissolution of the Federation can only be
decided upon by a special General Body Meeting called for this
purpose after giving one month’s notice and by a majority of three-
fourth of the delegates present, and after making necessary
arrangements for the distribution of assets.

Attention is invited to Board’s letter dated 30.6.1998 under reference
issued in pursuance of the then MR’s announcement made on the floor
of the house during presentation of Railway Budget-1998-1999 on 29.5.98
wherein it has been laid down that all the facilities which have been extended
to the SC/ST Association will also be extended to the OBC Association and
certain guidelines were issued regarding formation of All India OBC Railway
Employees Federation (AIOBCREF) at Apex level.

2. Recently, the General Secretary of All India Other Backward Classes
Railway Employees Federation has submitted the amended Certificate of
Registration No. S-33475 dated 03.06.2015 (Provisional) along with the duly
approved Amended Constitution of All India Other Backward Classes Railway
Employees Federation registered (Provisional) by the Regsitrar of Societies/
Govt. Of NCT of Delhi under Societies Registration Act XXI of 1860. The
same, ahs already been circualted to all the Zonal Railways/PUs etc. vide
Board’s letter of even number dated-08.07.2015 (RBF. No. 76/2015) for
information/guidance and necessary action.

2. Since, some basic changes have been made in the above mentioned
amended Bye-laws of AIOBCREF. Accordingly, It has been decided by the
Board to modify relevant letters i.e. Board’s letter of even number dated
30.6.1998 and Board’s letter No. 1996-E(SCT)I/71/5 dated 28.8.1997 (RBE.
No. 116/97) as mentioned below :

In partial modification, the following clauses of Board’s letter dated 30.6.1998
are amended as under :

Clause-4(a): The quorum for a meeting of the Central Executive Committee
shall be 51% of the number constituting the committee;

Clause-9(A) : The tenure of the office bearers of the Federation shall be
five years.

3. Further, in partial modification of Board’s letter No. 1996-E(SCT)I/71/
5 dated 28.8.1997 (RBE No. 116/97), the following clauses are amended
as under :

Clause-1(iv): Any Railway Employee including retired from Railways service
belonging to OBC community may become the member of the All India OBC
Employees Federation/Association;
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Clause-2: An OBC Association whose list of office bearers has been
circulated by the concerned Railway Administration and taken affiliation to
its Apex Body i.e. CEC/AIOBCREF would only be given the extent facilities
of this welfare Association. However, the AIOBCREA existing on the zonal
Railways without taking affiliation to CEC/AIOBCREF would not be disturbed
and their status-quo would be maintained till the expiry of tenure of such
Association.

AIRF raised a demand in the PNM Forum that both husband and

wife working  in the categories specified for the Scheme may be allowed
to avail the benefit of LARSGESS. The matter has been considered and
it is clarified that both husband and wife can avail the benefit of the Scheme,
provided they, as well as their wards fulfil the prescribed eligibility conditions.

The Goverment of India had issued instructions on 8th September,
1993 vide DoPT O.M. No. 36012/22/93-Estt. (SCT) providing for reservation
to Other Backward Classes in the services and posts under the Government
of India. The format of the Caste Certificate was prescribed vide Annexure
A of the O. M. No. 36012/22/93-Estt. (SCT) dated 15th November 1993. In
the said format, the then Ministry of Welfare’s Resolution No. 12011/68/93-
BCC(C) dated 10th September 1993 was mentioned, which contained the list
of castes and communities treated as OBCs till that time. Since then, a
large number of castes and communities have been added to the Central
List of OBCs through various resolutions of the Ministry of Social Justice
and Empowerment. The details of the resolutions subsequent to the
Resolution dated 10thSeptember 1993 do not find mention in the existing
format. The said format also prescribes that the certificate issuing authority
should certify that the candidate does not belong to the persons/sections
(Creamy Layer) mentioned in Column 3 of the Schedule to the aforesaid
O.M. dated 8.9.1993.
2. Representations have been received in this Department wherein
candidates belonging to OBC Communities have reportedly faced difficulty
in getting the benefits of reservation. This is because of the fact that in
the caste certificate issued by the concerned district authorities, although
the name of the caste/community is mentioned in the certificate, the specific
resolution by which the said caste/community has been included in the
Central List of OBCs is not indicated.
3. Keeping in view such problems faced by the candidates, this issue
was examined in consultation with the National Commission for Backward
Classes and it has been decided to revise the existing format of OBC Caste
Certificate. A copy of the revised format is enclosed (Annexure). All the
certificate issuing authorities are requested to invariably mention the details
of the Resolution (Number and Date) by which the caste/community of
the candidate has been included in the Central List of OBCs and also to
ensure that he/she does not belong to the persons/sections (Creamy Layer)
Mentioned in Column 3 of the Schedule to the aforesaid O.M. dated 8.9.1993
as amended from time to time.
4. I am to request that the revised format of the Certificate may
please be brought to the notice of authorities under the State Governments/
Union Territories who are empowered to issue the Caste Certificate.

Sub : Revision of pension of pre-2006 pensioners--Reg.
The undersigned is directed to say that as per Para 4.2 of this

Department’s OM of even number dated 1.9.2008 relating to revision of
pension of pre-2006 pensioners w.e.f. 1.1.2006, the revised pension w.e.f.
1.1.2006, in no case, shall be lower than 50% of the sum of the minimum
of pay in the pay band and the grade pay thereon corresponding to the
pre-revised pay scale from which the pensioner had retired. A clarification
was issued vide DoP&PW OM of even number dated 3.10.2008 that the
pension calculated at 50% of the minimum of pay in the pay band plus
grade pay would be calculated at the minimum of the pay in the pay band
(irrespective of the pre-revised scale of pay) plus the grade pay corresponding
to the pre-revised pay scale.
2. Several petitions were filed in Central Administrative Tribunal, Principal
Bench, New Delhi inter alia claiming that the revised pension of the pre-
2006 pensioners should not be less than 50% of the minimum of the pay
band + grade pay, corresponding to the pre-revised pay scale from which
pensioner had retired, as arrived at with reference to the fitment tables
annexed to Ministry of Finance, Department of Expenditure OM No. 1/1/2008-
IC dated 30th August, 2008. Hon’ble CAT, Principal Bench, New Delhi vide
its common order dated 1.11.2011 in OA No. 655/2010 and three other
connected OAs directed to re-fix the pension of all pre-2006 retirees w.e.f.
1.1.2006 based on the Resolution dated 29.8.2008 of the Department of
Pension & Pensioners’ Welfare and in the light of the observations of
Hon’ble CAT in that order.
3. The above order was challenged by the Government by filing Writ
Petition No. 1535/2012 in respect of OA No. 655/2010 and WP No. 2348-
50/12 in respect of the three other connected OAs in the High Court of
Delhi. The Hon’ble High Court in its common Order dated 29.4.2013 noted
that the DoP&PW had, in the meanwhile, issued an OM No. 38/37/08-
P&PW(A) dated 28.1.2013 which provided for stepping up of pension of
pre-2006 pensioners w.e.f. 24.9.2012 to 50% of the minimum of pay in the
pay band and grade pay corresponding to pre-revised pay scale from which
the pensioner had retired. Hon’ble High Court observed that the only issue
which survived was, with reference to Paragraph 9 of OM dated 28.1.2013
which makes it applicable w.e.f. 24.9.2012 instead of 1.1.2006. Hon’ble
High Court of Delhi dismissed the Writ Petition No. 1535/2012 along with
three other Writ Petitions vide its order dated 29.4.2013. Special Leave
Petitions (No. 23055/2013 and No. 36148-50/2013) filed against the said
order dated 29/4/2013 of the Hon’ble Delhi High Court have also been
dismissed by the Hon’ble Supreme Court.

Fixation of pay
on promotion on or after 01.01.2006 is governed by Rule 13 of Railway
Services (Revisede Pay) Rules, 2008 which provides for promotional fixation
in case of promotion from one grade pay to another but not in same grade
pay. Howeve Subsequently in consultation with Ministry of Finance and
Department of Personnel an Training, fixation of pay under Rule 13 of
Railway Services (Revised Pay) Rules, 2008 has been permitted in certain
specific situations of promotion in same Pay Band and Grade Pay where
is not feasible to merge the feeder post and promotional posts on
administrative grounds an such promotional post carry higher duties and
responsibilities, vide Board’s letter No. PC/VI/2011/IC/1 dated 12.09.2013
(RBE No. 95/2013). Fixation of pay under Rule 13 of Railway Services
(Revised Pay) Rules, 2008 is not admissible where grades have got merged
on account of implementation of recommendations of 6th CPC. As far as
CPO/SER/GRC’s Estt.

G.S.R. 502(E)--In exercise of the powers conferred by sub-section (l) of
section 37 of the Apprentices Act, 1961 (52 of 1961), the Central Government,
after consulting the Central Apprenticeship Council, hereby makes the
following rules further to amend the Apprenticeship Rules, 1992, namely :-
1.(1) These rules may be called the Apprenticeship (Amendment)

Rules, 2015
  (2) Save as otherwise provided, they shall come into force on the

date of their publication in the Official Gazette.
2. In the Apprenticeship Rules, 1992 (hereinafter referred to as

principal rules), in rule 2, -
(i) after clause (2), the following clause shall be inserted,

namely :-
‘(2A) “Diploma in non-engineering” means a person who
holds a diploma in non-engineering or equivalent
qualification granted by a board or University or recognised
by the concerned State Government or the Central
Govermment, as the case may be;’

(ii) after clause (5), the following clauses shall be inserted,
namely :-
‘(5A) “Non-engineering graduate” means a person who
holds a degree in any subject other than engineering or
technology granted by a statutory University or an institution
empowered to grant such degree by an Act of Parliament
or passed the graduateship examination of professional
bodies recognised by the Central Goverment as equivalent
degree’;
(5B) “Optional trade apprentice” means an apprentice who
is not undergoing apprenticeship training in a designated
trade.’.

3. In the principal rules, rule 5 shall be numbered as sub-rule(l)
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thereof and after sub-rule(l) as so numbered, the following sub-
rule shall be inserted, namely :-
“2. The training places for the Other Backward Classes in

designated trades shall be reserved by the employer
according to the prescribed norms followed in the respective
State or Union territory and if training places can not be
filled from the Other Backward Classes, then the training
places so lying unfilled may be filled by persons not
belonging to the Other Backward Classes.”.

4. In the principal rules, in rule 6,-
(i) Sub-rule(1) shall be omitted;
(ii) Sub-rule(2) shall be renumbered as sub-rule(1) thereof and

in the sub-rule(1) as so renumbered, for clause (a), the
following clause shall be substituted, namely;
“(a) the Central Government may specify model contract
form for all apprentices.”.

(iii) Sub-rule(3) shall be renumbered as sub-rule(2) thereof.
5. In the principal rules, in rule 7, after sub-rule(3), the following sub-

rule shall be inserted, namely.
“3A(1) Keeping in view seasonality in operation or business or
flexibility desired by trade apprentice, a trade apprentice may
complete his period of apprenticeship training within five years or
double the duration of apprenticeship training whichever is less
from the date of starting of his apprenticeship training.
(2) The flexibility referred to in sub-rule(1) shall be permissible

in the following manner, namely :-
(a) Maximum one break for trades having duration two

years or less than two years
(b) Maximum two breaks for trades having duration more

than two years.
(4) The start and end date of his apprenticeship training shall

be reported on portal-site by the employer.”.
6. In the principal rules, in rule 7, sub-rule (5) shall be omitted.
7. In the principal rules, after rule 7, the following rules shall be

inserted, nemely :-
“7A Regulation of optional trade”.
(i) A person shall not be qualified for being engaged as an

apprentice to undergo apprenticeship training in any optional
trade, unless he.
(a) is not less than fourteen years of age, and for

optional trades related to hazardous industries, not
less than eighteen years of age; and

(b) satisfies such physical fitness as determined by the
employer.

(2) The minimum educational qualification for person to
undergo apprenticeship training in optional trade shall be
eight class pass from a recognised school.

(3) The period of apprenticeship training in the case of non-
engineering graduates, diploma in non engineering and
vocational cerificate holder shall be maximum one year and
the period of apprenticeship training for other apprentices
undergoing apprenticeship training in optional trade shall be
minimum of six months and maximum of two years.

(4) The training places shall be reserved by the employer for
the Scheduled Castes and the Scheduled Tribes in every
optional trade in accordance with the sub-rule (1) of rule
5 and Schedule-IIA of said rule.

(5) The training places for the Other Backward Classes shall
be reserved by the employer in every optional trade in
accordance to the sub-rule (2) of rule 5.

(6) It shall be obligatory on the part of employer to disclose
the duration and syllabi of the optional trades on the portal-
site.

(7) The work diary in Format-2 as specified in Schedule-III
shall be maintained by each apprentice and countersigned
by his supervisor once in a week.

(8) Weekly hours of work provided in sub-rule (3) of rule 12
shall be applicable for those apprentices possessing a
degree of three or four years after secondary or higher
secondary education or diploma of three years after 10th

class or diploma of two years after 12th pass or a certificate
in vocational course involving two years of study after
completion of secondary stage of school education and
undergoing apprenticeship training in optional trade and for
all other apprentices undergoing apprenticeship training in
optional trade, the weekly hours of work provided in sub-
rule (1) and (2) of rule 12 shall be applicable.

(9) No person shall be engaged as an apprentice to undergo
apprenticeship training in optional trade unless such person
or, if he is minor, his guardian has entered into a contract
of apprenticeship with the employer and such contract of
apprenticeship shall be uploaded on portal-site by the
employer.

(10) The minimum rates of stipend prescribed for graduate
apprentices shall be paid by the employer to those apprentices
who possess a degree of minimum three years duration
after 10+2 system of education.
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(11) The minimum rates of stipend prescribed for technician
apprentices shall be paid by the employer to those
apprentices who possess a diploma of three years after
10th class or diploma of two years after 12th pass.

(12) The minimum rates of stipend prescribed for technician
(vocational) apprentices shall be paid by the employer to
those apprentices who possess a certificate in vocational
couse involving two years of study after completion of
secondary stage of school education.

(13) The minimum rates of stipend prescribed for trade
apprentices shall be paid by the employer to other
apprentices undergoing training in optional trade according
to their period of apprenticeship training.

(14) Every apprentice possessing a degree of minimum three
years or a diploma of three years after 10th calss or diploma
of two years after 12th pass or a certificate in vocational
couse involving two years of study after completion of
secondary stage of school education and undergoing
apprenticeship training in optional trade shall follow the
terms and conditions of contract of apprenticeship for
graduate, technician and technician (vocational) apprentices
as provided in Schedule-VI.

(15) Every employer and other apprentices undergoing training
in optional trade shall have the obligations as provided in
Schedule-V respectively.

(16) The employer shall not run a trade as optional which is
a designated trade under the Act.

(17) The progress in apprenticeship training of every apprentice
in optional trade shall be assessed by the employer from
time to time and every apprentice who completes his
apprenticeship training to the satisfaction of the employer
shall be granted a certificate of proficiency by that employer.

7B Number of apprentices for designated and optional trade.
(1) The employers having six or more workers shall only

be eligible to engage apprentices and engagement
of apprentices by establishment having number of
workers not exceeding forty shall not be obligatory.

(2) The strength of workers shall be calculated on the
basis of average strength in the preceding financial
year.

(3) Within a financial year, each establishment shall
engage apprentices in a band of 2.5 per cent. to 10

per cent. of the total strength of the establishment
including contractual staff.

(4) In no month, number of apprentices should be less
than 2 per cent. of the total strength of the establishment
and more than 15 per cent. of the total strength of
the establishment subject to the condition that he shall
fulfill apprentice months corresponding to 2.5 per cent.
obligation in a financial year.

(5) Every employer shall disclose their intention of
engagement of apprentices both in designated and
optional trade on portal site as well as establishment’s
portal-site (if existing) as per quarters given below :-

(a)  the 1st April to the 30th June;

(b)  the 1st July to the 30th September;

(c)  the 1st October to the 31st December;

(d)  the 1st January to the 31st March.

7C Inspection of establishment.
An Officer not below the rank of Assistant Apprenticeship Adviser
shall inspect an establishment and such inspection shall be after
prior approval of the Central or the State Apprenticeship Adviser,
as the case may be.”

8. In rule 11 of the principal rules, for sub-rule (3), the following sub-
rule shall be substituted, namely :- “3. The stipend for a particular
month shall be paid by the tenth day of the following month and
the stipend shall be paid through the bank account of apprentices
from a date notified by the Central Government.”

9. In the principal rules, rule 13 and the entries relating thereto shall
be omitted.

10. In rule 14 of the principal rules, with effect from such date as may
be notified by the Central Government,

(a) Sub-rule(1), sub-rule(2) and sub-rule(3) shall be omitted;

(b) Sub-rule(6) shall be omitted;

(c) Sub-rule(7), sub-rule(8), sub-rule(9) and sub-rule(10) shall
be omitted.

11. In the principal rules, in the SCHEDULE-I, column 4 and the entries
relating thereto shall be omitted.

10th class or diploma of two years after 12th pass and undergoing
apprenticeship training in optional trade.
5. The stipend prescribed for technician (vocational) apprentices shall be
paid by the employer to those apprentices who possess a certificate in
vocational course involving two years of study after completion of secondary
stage of school education and undergoing apprenticeship training in
optional trade.
6. The stipend prescribed for trade apprentices shall be paid by the
employer to all other apprentices undergoing apprenticeship training in
optional trade according to their period of apprenticeship training.
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7. The stipend for a particular month shall be paid by the tenth day of
the following month. No deduction shall be made from the stipend for the
period during which an apprentice remain on leave as observed in the
establishment.
8. Where the Contract of Apprenticeship is terminated through failure on
the part of the employer in carrying out the terms and conditions of the
Contract (as notified under the Apprenticeship Rules, 1992), he shall pay
to the apprentice such compensation as may be provided by the Central
Government.
9. In the event of premature termination of Contract of Apprenticeship
for failure on the part of apprentice to carry out the terms and condition
of the contract (as notified under the Apprenticeship Rules, 1992), the surety
at the request of apprentice hereby guarantees to employer the payment
of such amount as determined by the Apprenticeship Adviser as and towards
the cost of training.

1. The transfer policy for Railway officers has been reviewed by the
Ministry of Railways. In supersession of all existing instructions. Ministry
of Railways have now decided to formulate a Comprehensive Transfer
Policy for Railway Officers. The salient features of the Comprehensive
Transfer Policy are given in the succedding paragraphs.

(i) Ordinarily a group ‘A’ officer will not be transferred out of his
allotted Zone/Unit till Selection Grade.

On empanelment to Group ‘A’, there may be inter-Zonal transfer of
a Group ‘B’ officer with residual service of more than 3 years.

(ii) Officers, will be considered for posting to Railway Board/RDSO/
CTls/PUs/Other Units in adminstrative interest after completion of minimum
of 5 years in allotted zone.

(iii) No request for transfer will be considered till completion of 5
years in assigned zone.

(iv) Transfers and postings will be done against clear vacancy of
a sanctioned post. The present policy of posting officers to the Eastern
Region on return from deputation abroad will continue to be followed.

(v) Posting in Railway Board/CTI/RDSO/RRB is tenure positng having
maximum tenure of 5 years and not a deputation post. Hence, normal
procedure for inter Railway;/Unit transfers be followed.

(vi) A cooling off period of minimum 3 years between two tenures
in Railway Board/RDSO will be required.

(vii) Normally, minimum tenure on a particular post at a time will
be 2 years and maximum tenure will be 5 years. For sensitive posts,
maximum tenure will be 4 years. Minimum tenure will not be applicable
for Junior Scale/Senior Scale officers of Group A However, in administrative
exigencies, relaxation may be granted by cadre controlling officer.
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(viii) Total stay at a stretch at a particular station should not be more
than 10 years and the total cumulative stay (in broken spells) should not
be more than 15 years. Deputation to PSUs and other Ministries will not
be counted for this purpose, This will be implemented in a phased manner.
(ix) In case of IRMS doctors (including Dental Cadre) in Railways. the
proposed policy will be as per following guidelines :-

(a) The transfer of doctors within and outside the zone should
be decided by the Railways/Board at appropriate level on case-
in-case baiss, keeping in view the administrative interest. Total
stay at a stretch/cumulative stay (in broken spells in a particular
station) be limited to 15 & 20  years respectively However. While
issuing such transfer orders the following guidelines should be
observed.
(1) Super specialist doctors can only be Transferred from one
super speciality centre to another super specialty center of same
specialities.
(2) Senior specialist of Central Hospital of the Zone or Division
should be transferred to another Divisional or Zonal Centre of
equal status.
(3) General Duty Medical Officers and Dental Surgeon can be
shifted from one such post to equivalent post in other places.

Note : The idea behind these guidelines is that specialist services are not
disturbed while keeping the adminstrative interest in mind.
(x) Transfer of RPF/RPSF personnel will be in terms of Railway Board
Standing Order No. 102 and 110 issued by DG/RPF. Total stay at a stretch
at a particular station should not be more than 10 yeras and the total
cumulative stay (in broken spells) should not be more that 15 years.
(xi) In terms of para 124 of IREC. Vol. 1, GMs have full powers to make
rules with regard to non-gazetted Railway Servants. No change is
recommended. Maximum tenure on sensitive posts will however be 4 years.
In case of non-gazetted Railway employees. no inter railway transfer request
will be considered till completion of 5 years of joining Railway.
(xii) Deputation of Railway Officers will be governed by DOP&T’s guidelines
as adopted by Ministry of Railways vide letter No. 2010/F(E)II/1(1)/1 dated
28.07.2010.
(xiii) Transfers other than those caused due to promotion. deputation/return
from deputation. retirements etc. will be generally issued from January to
March. However, in administrative exigencies, transfer orders may be issued
as and when required.
(xiv) The controlling officer will ensure that the office transferred will be
relieved within a maximum period of one month.
(xv) A government servant who is also a care giver of disabled child may
be exempted from the routine exercise of transfer/rotational transfer subject

to administrative constraints as per OM No. 42011/3/2014-Estt (Rs.) dated
6.6.2014.
(xvi) Every effort will be made to post the husband and wife at the same
station as detailed in DOP & T’s Cireular No. F. No. 28034/9/2009-Estt (A)
dated 30th September 2009.
(xvii) All fresh transfer orders will be governed by this policy.
(xviii) In future, requests for inter railway transfers from officers will be done
online for which a system will be developed separately and circulated.

2. As per the provisions contained in Supplementary Rule 186 and
Government of India’s order (1 ) there under, read with Note 8 under
Rule 26 of Staff car Rules, Staff Car Drivers who perform a ‘local
journey’ or journey on tour on the official vehicle in his charge, may
draw travelling allowance under the ordinary rules as admissible to
other Railway employees even if the journey does not involve the
absence of at least one night from his Headquarters. When they
perform local journeys for distance exceeding 8 Kms. beyond
prescribed hours of duty and such journeys involve absence of a night
from headquarters, they are entitled to draw D.A. under ordinary rules
admissible to other employees, for the period beyond duty hours, in
addition to OTA. In case the journey does not involve their absence
of one night from their headquarters, they are entitled to draw D.A.
for the period beyond duty hours subject to the condition that no
OTA shall be payable for the period with reference to which D.
A. has been drawn. In such cases, they have the option to draw
either OTA or DA on any day on which such journeys have been
undertaken.”

2. This would be applicable to all Drivers irrespective of the type of
vehicle they drive.

3. These orders will take effect from the date of issue. Past cases, will

The undersigned is directed to refer to this Department’s OM No.
11013/3/2014-Estt.(A) dated the 17th February, 2015 regarding submission
of declaration of assets and liabilities by the public servants under the Central
Civil services (Conduct) rules, and the Lokpal land Lokayuktas Act, 2013
and to say that as per the rule 18 (1) (i) of the Central Civil Services
(Conduct) Rules, 1964, every Government servant shall on his first
appointment to any service or post submit a return of his assets and
liabilities. In the form prescribed by the Government, giving the full
particulars of movable, Immovable and valuable property and debts and
other liabilities, etc., Similarly, Government servants other than newly
appointed. belonging to Group ‘A’ and Group ‘B’ are required to submit
an annual return in prescribed form giving full particulars of the immovable
property inherited/owned/acquired by him/her or held by him/her on lease/
mortgage either in his/her own name or in the name of any member of
his/her family or in the name of any other persons.
2. The Lokpal and Lokayuktas Act, 2013 (Lokpal Act) notified by the
Government requires all public servants to declare, on first appointment and
subsequently every year, a declaration of his / her assets & liabilities. In
exercise of powers conferred by sub-section (1), clause (k) and clause (1)
of sub-section (2) of section 59 read with section 44 and 45 of the act,
this Department has notified the Public Servants (Furnishing of information
and Annual Return of Assets and Liabilities and the Limits for Exemption
of Assets in Filing Returns) Rules, 2014. The form for declarations is at
Annexure-1. All Government servants i.e., belonging to Group A, Group B,
Group C and erstwhile Group D. are now required to furnish the declaration
of their assets & liabilities in the enclosed format.
3. Vide D. O. No. 407/12/2014-AVD-IV-B dated the 30th April, 2015, this
Department has informed all concerned the time-lines for filing the returns
regarding assets and liabilities under the Lokpal Act, which are as follows:

(i) The first return under the Lokpal act (as on 1st August, 2014)
should be filed on or before 15th October, 2015.

(ii) The next annual return under the Lokpal Act, for the year ending
31st March, 2015 Should be filed on or before 15th October,
2015; and

(iii) The annual returns for subsequent years as on 31st March every
year should be filed on or before 31st July of that year.

4. It is, therefore, requested that all concerned may be suitably advised
to file the return within the time indicated in paragraph 3. It is relevant to

state here that as per section 45 of the Lokpal act, if any public servant
wilfully or for reasons which are not justifiable, fails to (a) to declare his
assets; or (b) gives misleading information in respect of such assets and
is found to be in possession of assets not diclosed or in respect of which
misleading information was furnished, then, such assets shall, unless
otherwise proved, be presumed to belong to the public servant and shall
be presumed to be assets acquired by corrupt means.

(b) As to whether the candidates having qualifications such as M.Sc. in
Zoology/Botany/Microbiology could be considered for the post of Post Graduate
Teacher (Biology).

2. The above issues have been examined in Board’s Office in consultation
with NCTE and the following are clarified :-

(a) A Trained Graduate Teacher (Science) by virtue of having the
qualification of Master Degree in Bengali is eligible for the post of PGT (Bengali)
as the qualifications prescribed for the post of PGT are Post Graduate degree
in the respective subject (Bengali, in the instant case) along with B. Ed. or its
equivalent degree.

(b) In the normal practice, Biology subject is taught up to +2 level in an
integrated form comprising of Zoology, Botany, Microbiology etc. However, at
graduation/Postgraduation level its branches like Zoology, Botany and
Microbiology etc. are taught as the independent subject. As such, the candidates
having PG degree in branches of Biology may be treated as eligible for the
post of PGT (Biology).

3. However, the Master Degree should not have been acquired from
distance education mode.

The Rule No. 525 of IREC Vol. -I, which came
into effect from 1.9.2008 regulates the grant
of Leave on Average Pay for persons serving
in the Railway Schools. The said rule provides
for as follows :
(1) (a) A Railway servant serving in a Railway
School Such as a teacher, principal,
headmaster, librarian, laboratory assistant or
a waterman shall not be entitled to any Leave
on Average Pay in respect of duty performed
in any year in which he avails himself of the
full  vacation.
(b) In respect of any year in which a Railway
servant avails a portion of the vacation, he
shall be entitled to Leave on Average Pay in
such proportion of 30 days, as the number
of days of vacation not taken bears to the
full vacation.
Provided that no such leave shall be
admissible to a Railway servant not in
permanent employment or quasi-permanent
employment in respect of the first year of his
service.
(c) If, in any year, the Railway servant does
not avail any vacation, Leave on Average Pay
shall be admissible to him in respect of that
year under Rule 523.
For the purpose of this rule, the term “year’
Shall be construed not as meaning a calendar
year in which duty is performed but a
smeaning twelve months of actual duty in a
Railway School.
A Railway servant entitled to vacation shall
be considered to have availed a vacation or a
portion of a vacation unless he has been
required by general or special order of a higher
authority to forgo such vacation or portion of
a vacation.
Provided that if he has been prevented by such
order from enjoying more than fifteen days of the
vacation, he shall be considered to have availed
himself of no portion of the vacation.
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* When a Railway servant serving in a
Railway School proceeds on leave be fore
completing a full year of duty, the Leave on
Average Pay admissible to him/her shall be
calculated not with reference to the vacations
which fall during the period of actual duty
rendered before proceeding on leave but with
reference to the vacation that falls during the
year commencing from the date on which he
completed the previous year of duty.
* As per Rule 526 of IREC Vol.-I the half pay
leave account of every Railway servant,
permanent or temporary including the one
who is serving in a Railway school, shall be
credited with Leave on Half Average Pay in
advance, in two installments of ten days each
on the first day of January and July of every
calendar year. This is subject to conditions
laid down in Board’s letter No. E(P&A) I-2008/
CPC/LE-10  dated 06.03.2009.
Child care leave is granted to a woman
employee to take care of the needs of the
minor children. If the child is studying abroad
or the Railway servant has to go abroad for
taking care of the child she may do so subject
to other conditions laid down for this purpose.
The intention is that CCL should be availed
with prior approval of leave sanctioning
authority and that the combination of CCL with
other leave, if any, should be as per the
restriction on LAP.
The restriction of the limit of 180 days at a
stretch as applicable in the case of LAP will
not apply in case of CCL.
Leave on medical grounds may be allowed
on the basis of  cer tificates issued by
Hospitals/Medical Practitioners approved by
the employer of the spouse in such cases.

2014/PL/03 dated 10.06.2014 for constitution of Placement Committees for
officers and staff working on Zonal railways in various offices/work units. Some
of the Zonal Railways have been expressing difficulties in implementing the
above scheme and suggesting alternative ways to form the Placement
Committees for different work units. Considering the difficulties experienced
and the feedback received from some of the Zonal Railways observing ground
realities, the matter has been re-considered by the Board who have decided to

replace paras 2(iv) and 2(v) of Board’s letter dated 10.06.2014 quoted above
as under :

(a) One officer of Personnel Branch at least one scale below the Cadre

9. For selection in Grade Pay Rs. 1900/- the Recruitment Committee shall
consist of three Senior Adminsitrative Grade (SAG) officers to be nominated by
the General Manager, whereas for selection in Grade Pay Rs. 1800/- the
committee shall consist of three Junior Administrative Grade (JAG) Officers.
One of them should be an officer holding honorary post of Commissioner in

than the one conducting the recruitment. One of the three members should
necessarily be from Personnel department.

10. For Scouting Skill Assessment Committee, one Advance Leader Trainer

assistance may be taken from zonal railway state headquarter/other Divisions/

11. A written declaration will be obtained from all the candidates who finally
qualify for appointment as per Annexure-III.

Subject : Requirement of taking prior permission for leaving station /
headquarters for going abroad while on leave.

Undersigned is directed to refer to the Office Memorandum mentioned in
the margin and to say that as per the existing instructions, when Government
servant applies for leave for going abroad on a private visit, separately prior
permission of the Competent authority for such visit is also required. While
granting such permission, many factors are required to be kept in view. For
example, permission may be denied in the interest of security. Individuals facing
investigation/inquiry on serious charges, who may try to evade apprehension
by police authorities, or facing the inquiry, may also not be permitted to leave
the country. On the other hand, it is also desirable that requests of Government
servants for such permission are dealt with expeditiously.
2. Keeping the above in view, it has been decided that requests for
permission for private visits abroad may be processed in the attached formats.
As clarified vide the OM dated 1st September, 2008, the competent authority for
granting permission will be as per instructins issued by the Cadre Authority/
administrativy Ministry /Department. In the absence of any such instructions, it
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is the leave sanctioning authority. In case due to specific nature of work in a
Department, administrative exigencies, or some adverse factors against
theGovernment servant etc., it is not expedient to grant permission to the
Government servant, such decision for refusal should not be taken below the
level of Head of Department. It may be ensured that the decisions are conveyed
to the Government servants within 21 days of receipt of complete application to
the competent authority. Any lacunae in the application should be brought to
the notice of the Government servant within one week of the receipt of the
application. In the event of failure on the part of the competent authority to
communicate its decision to the Government employee concerned with 21
days of receipt of the application, the employee concerned shall be free to
assume that permission has been granted to him.
3. If in case some modifications are considered necessary due to
specialised nature of work handled by any organisation, changes may be
made witht he approval of this Department.

Sub.: Re-classification of cities/towns on the basis of 2011 Census grant
of House Rent Allowance to Railway Employees.
Attention is invited to Board’s letter No. E(P&A)II-2008/HRA-10 dated

12-09-2008 relating to grant of House Rent Allowance (HRA) to Railway
employees on the recommendations of the Sixth Central Pay Commission
whereby a list of cities/towns classified as ‘X’, ‘Y’, and ‘Z’ for the purpose of
grant of HRA was enclosed as Annexure. The matter relating to re-classification
of cities/towns on the basis of Census-2011 for the purpose of grant of HRA to
Central Government employees has been considered by the Government.
2. The President is pleased to decide that in supersession of all the existing
orders relating to classification of cities/towns for the purposes of grant of HRA
to railway employees, cities/towns shall now be re-classified as ‘X’, ‘Y’ and ‘Z’,
for the purpose of HRA as enumerated in the Annexure to these orders.
3. Consequent upon implementation of the recommendations of the 5th
Central Pay commission, certain cities/towns were placed in a lower
classification as compared to their existing classification for CCA/HRA purpose,
vide Board’s letter No. PC-V/97/1/7/13 dated 16.10.1997. However, these cities/
towns were allowed to retain their existing higher classification, vide para 3
thereof; and further extended vide Board’s letter No. E(P&A)II-2004/HRA-16
dated 17.05.2005 & Board’s letter No. E(P&A)II-2008/HRA-10 dated 20.03.2009,
As other cities/towns to which protection of retaining earlier higher classification
was allowed, got upgraded during the intervening period, as on date only two
cities i.e. Ajmer in Rajasthan and Durgapur in West Bengal were retaining
such protection. Consequent upon upgradation of these two cities also on the
basis of their population as per Census-2011, provisions contained in Para 3,
of vide Board’s letter No. PC-V/97/I/7/13 dated 16.10.1997 which were allowed
to further continue vide Board’s letter No. E(P&A) II-2004/HRA-16 dated
17.05.2005 & Board’s letter No. E(P&A) II-2008/HRA-10 dated 20.03.2009 stand
withdrawn/discontinued.
4. Special orders allowing continuence of HRA (a) at Delhi (“X” class city)
rates to Railway employees posted at Faridabad, Ghaziabad, NOIDA, Gurgaon
and (b) at Jalandhar (“Y” class city) rates to Jalandhar Cantt. and (c) at “Y”
class city rates to Shillong, Goa, Port Blair vide Board’s letter No. E(P&A)II-
2008/HRA-10 dated 12.09.2008 and (d) continuance of HRA at par with
Chandigarh (“Y” class city) to Panchkula vide Board’s letter No. E)P&A)II-2008/
HRA-10 dated 16.05.2011, shall continue to be applicable till the
recommendations of 7th CPC ar considered by the Government.

Railway Board’s letter No. E(D&A) 2012 RG6-34, dated : 30.09.2015 is
as under :
Sub.: Imposition of penalties of dismissal, removal or compulsory

retirement-Determination of appointing authority reg.
Attention is invited to Railway Board’s letter no. E(D&A) 2002 RG6-36

dated 25.11.2002 on the above subject relating to determination of appointing
authority for the purpose of imposition of the penalties of dismissal, removal
or compulsory retirement on a Railway servant.
2. It was clarified in the above referred instructions that the intention of
Rule 2(1)(a) of RS(D&A) rules, 1968 is that the penalties of dismissal, removal
or compulsory retirement from service should be imposed on a Railway servant
only by the highest of the following authorities viz. the authority which actually
appointed the railway servant to the relevant grade or post, or the authority
which is empowered to make appointment to that grade or post at the time of
imposition of penalty. It was further emphasized that the penalty of dismissal,
removal or compulsory retirement from service should not be imposed by an
authority which has merely issued the offer of appointment or order of promotion
with regard to the appointment or promotion ordered by a competent authority
higher to that authority.
3. In a PNM meeting with the NFIR, the Federation has stated that inspite
of the above mentioned instructions, in some instances, the penalties of
dismissal, removal or compulsory retirement were imposed on a Railway
servant by an authority lower than the authority which had actually ordered the
appointment/promotion of the Railway servant. It is therefore reiterated that a
lower authority who has merely issued/signed the order regarding appointment/
promotion which has been ordered by a higher authority, is not competent to
impose the penalty or dismissal, removal or compulsory retirement from service
on such Railway servant. Such action is not only violative of the RS(D&A) Rules
but also unlikely to withstand judicial scrutiny. Railways may therefore impress
upon all concerned to adhere to the provisions of Railway Board’s letter no.
E(D&A) 2002 RG6-36 dated 25.11.2002, as brought out in para 2 above.

As the Railway administrations are aware, on announcement of the
General Elections to the Lok Sabha and the Legislative Assemblies of States
and By-elections etc., the Model Code of Conduct comes into effect.

The Election Commission of India have issued various instructions on
the observance of the Model Code of Conduct which have been circulated to
the Railways from time to time for strict compliance.
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The Election Commission of India vide their letter No. 464/INST/2007-
PLN-1 dated 7/1/2007 have reiterated some important aspects of theModel
Code of Conduct, which is enclosed herewith for guidance and compliance at
thetime of elections.

Sub : CODE OF CONDUCT -DO’s & ‘DONT’s
The Commission has issued various instructions on observance of

code of conduct from time to time important aspects of the code of conduct are
rellerated below :
On Welfare schemes and govermental works.
1. Announcement of new projects or programme or concessions or
financial grants in any form or promises thereof or laying of foundation
stones, etc., which have the effect of influencing the voters in favour of
the party in power is prohibited.
2. These restrictions apply equally to new schemes and slos ongoing
schemes. But it does not mean that in the case of national, regional and Stte
utility scheme, which have already been brought up to the stage of completion,
their utilization or functioning in public interest should be stopped or delayed
The coming into force of the Model Code of Conduct cannot be given as an
excuse for not commissioning such schemes or allowing them to remain idle. At
the same time, it should be ensured that the commissioning of such schemes is
done by civil authority and without associating political functionaries and without
any fanfare or ceremonies whatever, so that no impression is given or created
that such commissioning has been done with a view to influencing the electorate
in favour of the ruling party. If in doubt, a clarification should be obtained from
Chief Electoral Officer/Election Commission of India.
3. It is further clarified that simply because a budget provision has been
made for any particular scheme or the scheme has been sanctioned earlier or a
reference to the scheme was made in the address of the Governor or the budger
speech of the Minister it does not automatically mean that such schemes can
be announced or inaugurated or otherwise taken up after the announcement of
elections while the Model Code of conduct is in operation, since they will clearly
be intended to influence the voters. Such actions if undertaken will be considered
a violation of the model code of conduct.
4. No fresh sanctions for governmental schemes should be made.
Review by political executive (Ministers etc.) and processing of beneficiary
oriented schemes, even if ongoing, should be stopped till completion of
elections. No fresh release of funds on welfare schemes and works should

be made or contract for works awarded in any part of the state where
election is in progress without prior permission of the Commission. This
includes works under the Member of Parllament (including Rajya Sabha
members) Local Area Development fund or MLAs/MLCs Local Area
Development and if any such scheme is in operation in the state.
5. No work shall start in respect of which even if work orders have been
issued before the model code came into offect, if the work has actually not
started in the field. These works can start only after the completion of
election process. However, if a work has actually started, that can continue.
6. There shall be no bar to the release of payments for completed work(s)
subject to the full satisfaction of the concerned officials.
7. Commission does not refuse approval for schemes undertaken for tackling
emergencies or unforeseen calamities like providing relief to people suffering
from drought, floods, pestilences, other natural calamities or welfare measures
for the aged, infirm etc. In these matters, however, prior approval of the
Commission should be taken and all ostentatious functions should be strictly
avoided and no impression should be given or allowed to be created that such
welfare measures or relief and rehabilitation works are being undertaken by the
Government in office so as to influence the electors in favour of the party in
power which at the same time will adversely affect the prospects of the other
parties.
On Transfers and posting of officials :
The Commission directs that there shall be a total ban on the transfer of all
officers/officials connected with the conduct of the election. These include but
are not restricted to :

(i) The Chief Electoral Offcer and Additional/Joint/Deputy Chief
Electoral Officers;

(ii) Divisional Commissioners :
(iii) The District Election Officers, Returning Officers, Assistant

Returning Officers and other Revenue Officers connected with the
Conduct of Elections;

(iv) Officers of the Police Department connected with the management
of elections like range IGs and DIGs. Senior Superintendents of
Police and Superintendents of Police. Sub-divisional level Police
Officers like Deputy Superintendents of Police and other Police
officers who are deputed to the Commission under section 28A of
the Representation of the People Act, 1951.

(v) Other officers drafted for election works like sector and zonal
officers, Transport cell, EVM cell. Poll material procurement &
distribution cell, Training cell. Printing Cell etc. Senior officers,
who have a role in the management of election in the state, are
also covered by this direction.

(vi) The transfer orders issued in respect of the above categories of
officers prior to the date of announcement but not implemented till
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the time when model code came into effect should not be given
effect to without obtaining specific permission from the
Commission.

(vii) This ban shall be effective of the completion of the election process.
(viii) In those cases where transfer of an officer is considered necessary

on account of administrative exigencies, the State Government may,
with full justification, approach the Commission for prior clearance.

(ix) No appointments or promotions in Government / Public
Undertakings shall be made during this period, without prior
clearance of the Commission.

On Misuse of Offical Machinery :
1. Official vehicles cannot be used for electioneering work, ‘Official
Vehicles’ include all vehicles belonging to the :-

* Central Government,
* State Government,
* Public Undertakings of the Central and State Government,
* Joint Secrtor Undertakings of Central and State Government,
* Local Bodies, Municipal Corpaorations, Municipalities,
* Marketing Boards (by whatever name known),
* Cooperative societies,
* Autonomous District Councils, or
* Any other body in which public funds, howsoever small a protion

of the total, are invested and also.
* Vehicles belonging to the Ministry of Defence and the Central Police

Organizations under the Ministry of Home Affairs and State
Governments.

2. It is open for a minister of the Union or State to make private visits
using his or her private vehicle(s). For such private visits, the official
personal staff of the ministers shall not accompany them. However, if a
Minister is traveling in some emergent situation, out of his HQ on purely
official business, which cannot be avoided in public interest, then a letter
certifying to this effect should be sent from the Secretary concerned of the
Department to the Chief Secretary of the state where the Minister intends
to visit, with a copy to the Commission. During such tour, the Chief secretary
may provide the Minister with Government vehicle and accommodation
and other usual courtesies for his official trip. However, immediately
preceding or during or in continuation of such an official tour, no minister
can carry out or combine any electrical campaign or political activity. The
Commission will keep water on such arrangements in due consultation
with its Chief Electoral Officer.
3. No Minister, whether of union or state, will summon any election related
officer of the constituence or the State, for any official discussions during the
period of elections commencing with the announcement of the elections. Only

exception will be when a Minister, in his capacity as in charge of the department
concerned, or a Chief Minister undertakes an official visit to a constituency, in
connection with failure of law and order or a natural calamity or any such
emergency which requires personal presence of such Ministers/Chief Ministers
for the specific purpose of supervising review/salvage/relief and such like
purpose.
4. Ministers are entitled to use their official vehicles only for commuting
from their official residence to their office for official work provided that
such commuting is not combined with any electioneering or any political
activity.
5. Ministers, whether of the Union or State, shall not combine in any
manner their official tours with election work.
6. Whether on a private or official visit, no pilot car(s) or car(s) with
beacon lights of any colour or car(s) affixed with sirens of any kind shall
beused by any political functionary, even if the State administration has
granted him a security cover requiring presence of armed guards to
accompany him on such visit. This is applicable whether the vehicle is
government owned or private owned.
7. Any official who meets the MInister on his private visit to the constituence
where elections are being held shall be guilty of misconduct under the relevant
service rules, and if he happens to be an offical mentioned in Section 129(1) of
the representation of People Act, 1951, he shall also be additionally considered
to have violated the statutory provisions of that Section and liable to penal action
provided thereunder.
OTHER ‘DOS AND DON’TS’ FOR THE GUIDANCE OF THE CANDIDATES
AND POLITICAL PARTIES TO BE OBSERVED FROM THE ANNOUNCEMENT
OF AN ELECTION AND UNTIL THE COMPLETION OF THE PROCESS OF
ELECTION.
The Commission has drawn up a list of ‘dos’ and ‘don’ts’ to be followed by
candidates and political parties after the announcement of elections and till the
completion of the process of elections. The Commission has directed that this
be given the widest possible publicity and its contents brought to the knowledge
of all candidates and political parties including in the Official language of the
State.
It must be clearly brought tot he mnotice of candidates and political parties
that the list of Dos’ and Donts’ is only illustrative and not exhaustive and is
not intended to substitute or  modify other detailed directions/instructions
on the above subjects, which must be strictly observed and followed.
DO’s
(1) Ongoing programmes, which actually, started in the field before the

announcement of elections may continue.
(2) Relief and rehabilitation measures to the people in areas affected by

floods, drought, pestilence, and other natural calamities, can commence
and continue.
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(3) Grant of cash or medical facilities to terminally or critically ill persons
can continue with appropriate approvals.

(4) Public places like maidans must be available impartially to all parties/
contesting candidates for holding election meetings. So also use of
helipads must be available impartially to all parties/contesting candiates
to ensure a level playing field.

(5) Criticism of other political parties and candidates should relate to their
policies, programme, past record and work.

(6) The right of every individual for peaceful and undisturbed home life should
be fully safeguarded.

(7) The local police authorities should be fully informed of the venue
and time of the proposed meetings well in time and all necessary
permissions taken.

(8) If there are any restricitve or prohibitory orders in force in the place of the
proposed meeting. they shall be fully respected. Exemption, if necessary,
must be applied for and obtained will in time.

(9) Permission must be obtained for the use of loudspeakers or any other
such facilities for the proposed meetings.

(10) The assistance of the police should be obtained in dealing with persons
disturbing meetings or otherwise creating disorder.

(11) The time and place of the starting of any procession, the route to be
followed and the time and place at which the procession will
terminate should be settled in advance and advance permissions
obtained from the police authorities.

(12) The existence of any restrictive orders in force in the localities through
which the procession has to pass should be ascertained and fully
complied with. So also alt traffice regulations and other restrictions.

(13) The passage of the procession must be without hindrance to traffic.
(14) Cooperation should be extended to all election officials at all times to

ensure peaceful and orderly poll.
(15) All Workers must display badges or identity cards.
(16) Unofficial identity slips issued to voters shall be on plain (white) paper

and not contain any symbol, name of the candidate or name of the party.
(17) Restrictions on plying of vehicles during the campaign period and on

poll day shall be fully obeyed.
(18) (Except voters, candidates and their election/polling agents), onlypersons

with a specific valid authority letter from the Election Commission can
enter any polling booth. No functionary however highly placed (e.g. Chief
Minister, Minister, MP or MLA etc) is exempt from this condition.

(19) Any complaint or problem regarding the conduct of elections shall be
brought to the notice of the observer appointed by the Commission/
Returning Officer/Sonal/Sector Magistrate/Election Commission of India.

(20) Directions/orders/instructions of the Election Commission, the
Returning Officer, and the District Election Officer shall be obeyed in all
matters related to various aspects of election.

(21) Do leave the constituency after the campaign period is over if you are
not a voter or a candidate or candidate’s election agent from that
constituency.

DON’Ts
(1) Any and all advertisements at the cost of the public exchequer regarding

achievements of the party/Government in power as prohibited.
(2) No Minister shall enter any polling station or the place of counting,

unless he or she is a candidate or as a voter only for voting.
(3) Official work should not at all be mixed with campaigning/

electrioneering.
(4) No inducement, financial or otherwise, shall be offered to the voter.
(5) Caste/communal feelings of the electors shall not be appealed to.

(6) No activity, which may aggravate existing differences or create mutual
hatred or cause tension between different castes, communities of
religious or linguistic groups shall be attempted.

(7) No aspect of the private life, not connected with the public activities, of
the leaders or workers of other parties shall be permitted to be criticized.

(8) Other parties or their workers shall not be criticized based on unverified
allegations or on distortions.

(9) Temples, mosques, churches, gurudwaras or any place of worship
shall not be used as places for election propaganda. Including
speeches, posters, music etc., on electioneering.

(10) Activities which are corrupt practices or electoral offences such as
bribery, undue influence, intimidation of voters, personation, canvassing
within 100 meters of a polling station, holding of public meetings during
the period of 48 hours ending with the hour fixed for the close of the poll
and conveyance of voters to and from polling stations are prohibited.

(11) Demonstrations or picketing before the houses of individuals by way of
protesting against their opinion or activities shall not be resorted to.

(12) Subject to the local laws, no one can make use of any individual’s
land, building, compound wall, vehicles etc. for erecting bag staffs,
putting up banners, pasting notices or writing slogans etc. without
specific permission of the owner (to be shown to and deposited with
the District Election Officer).

(13) No disturbances shall be created in pubnlic meetings or processions
organised by other political parties or candidates.

(14) Processions along places at which another party is holding meetings
shall not be undertaken.
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(15) Processionists shall not carry any articles, which are capable of being
misused as missiles or weapons.

(16) Posters issued by other parties and candidates shall not be removed
or defaced.

(17) Posters, flags, symbols or any other propaganda material shall not be
displayed in the place being used on theday of poll for distribution of
identity slips or near polling booths.

(18) Loudspeakers whether static or mounted on moving vehicles shall not
be used either before 6 a.m. or after 10 a.m. and without the prior
written permission of the authorities concerned.

(19) Loudspeaker’s shall also not be used at public meetings and
processions without the prior written permission of the authorities
concerned. Normally. such meetings/processions will not be allowed
to continue beyond 10.00 p.m. in the night and will be further subject to
the local laws, local perceptions of the security arrangements of the
area and other relevant considerations like weather conditions, festival
season, examination period etc.

(20) No liquor should be distributed during elections.
(21) On the dayof the poll, no person who has been assessed to be having

a security threat and therefore given official security shall enter the
vicinity of a polling station premise (within 100 meters) with his
security personnel. Further, on the dayof the poll no such person
shall move around in a constituency with his security personnal. If
the person provided with official security happens to be a voter also,
then he or she shall restrict his / her movement-accompanied by
security personnel to voting only.

(22) No person who has been assessed to be having a security threat and
therefore provided official security or who has private security guards
for himself, shall be appointed as an election agent or polling agent or
counting agent.

NOTE : The above list of Do‘s’ and Don’ts’ is only illustrative and not exhaustive
and is not intended to substitute any other detailed orders, directions/
instructions on the above subjects, which mist be strictly observed
and followed.
The clarification/approval of the Election Commission or India/Chief
Electoral Officer of your State should be obtained in cases of doubt.

The undersigned is directed to refer to this Department’s D.O. letter of
even number dated 30 April, 2015 regarding the furnishing of information relating
to assets and liabilities by public servants under section 44  of the Lokpal and
Lokayuktas Act, 2013 and forwarding therewith copies of the Central
Government’s notifications dated 27th april, 2015 containing-

(a) amendment to the Lokpal & Lokayuktas (Removal of Difficulties)
Order, 2014, for the purpose of extending thetime limit for carrying
out necessary changes in the relevant rules relating to different
services from “eighteen months” to “twenty one months” from the
date on which the Act came into force, i.e., 16th January, 2014;
and

(b) the Public Servants (Furnishing of Information and Annual Return
of Assets and Liabilities and the Limits for Exemption of Assets in
Filing Returns) Amendment Rules, 2014, extending the time limit
for filing of revised returns by all public servants from 30th April,
2015 to 15th October 2015.
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2. In this regard, the undersigned is directed to convey that thelast date for
filing of revised returns for theyear 2014 (as on 01.08.2014) and the returns for
the year 2015 (as on 31.03.2015) by Public servants under the rules indicated
in para 1 (b) above has now been further extended from 15th October, 2015
to 15th April, 2016. Formal amendments to thePublic Servants (Furnishing of
Informationand Annual Return of Assets and Liabilities and the Limits for
Exemption of assets in Filing Returns) Rules, 2014 and to the Lokpal &
Lokayuktas (Removal of Difficulties) Order, 2014 are being notified separately,
They will also be uploaded on thewebsite of this Department, i.e., http://
persmin.nic.in/DOPT.asp.

3. All Ministries/Departments and cadre authorities are requested to kindly
issue orders towards ensuring compliance with the revised Rules by all officers
and staff in therespective Ministry/Department/Organisations/PSUs under their
control, within the revised time-limit mentioned therein.

Sub.: Alignment of Service Rules with the Sexual Harassment of Women
at Workplace (Prevention, Prohibition and Redressal) Act 2013-
Guidelines regarding.

Attention is invited to Railway Board’s letter of even no. dated 05.03.2015
on the above subject whereby instructions were issued for alignment of the
Service Rules with the Sexual Harassment of W omen at Workplace
(Prevention, Prohibition and Redressal) Act, 2013 [SHWW(PPR) Act] and the
rules issued thereunder.

2. Basic guidelines regarding the constitution of the Internal Complaints
Committee are contained in para 5.2 of the letter dated 05.03.2015. The
following additional guidelines are laid down in respect of constitution and
working of the Internal Complaints Committees :-

2.1 The Internal Complaints Committee shall function at the Zonal Railway
level and at the Divisional levels. All the extra-Divisional Units reporting directly
to the zonal Headquarters shall be covered by the Committee constituted at
the zonal Railway level and the other untis shall be covered by the Committees
constituted at the Divisional level. The workshops etc. will also be covered by
the Committees at the Divisional level depending on their geographical location.
The Public Sector Undertakings under the Ministry of Railways shall have their
separate Internal Complaints Committee.

2.2. In terms of section 4(3) of the SHWW(PPR) Act, the tenure of the Presiding
Officer/Members of the Internal Complaints Committee shall not exceed three
years.

2.3 The composition of the Internal Complaints Committee at theZonal and
Divisional levels and details of their jurisdiction may be published on the official
websites of the zonal Railways and the changes in thecomposition of the
Committees may be promptly updated on the  websites.

2.4 In terms of Rule 3(1) of the Sexual Harassment of Working Women
(Prevention, Prohibition and Redressal) Rules, 2013 [SHWW(PPR) Rules], the
Member nominated to the Internal Complaints Committee from amongst non-
government organisations in terms of section 4(2)(c) of the SHWW(PPR) act,
shall be entitled to an allowance of two hundred rupees per day for holding the
proceedings of the Internal Complaints Committee and also the reimbursement
of travel cost Incurred in travelling by train in three tier air-conditioned class or
air-conditioned bus and auto rickshaw or taxi, or the actual amount spent by
him on travel, whichever is less.

3. In terms of section 22 of the Act, the employer shall include the number
of cases filed, if any, and their disposal under the Act, in the annual report of his
organization. The Railways etc. and the PSUs under the Ministry of Railways
may furnish the requisite information as per the proforma enclosed as Annexure-
1, through e-mail at the following address-dell@rb.railnet.gov.in. It may be
ensured that the information for the year ending on 31st Marchis furnished to
Railway Board’s office by 30th April positively so that the same may be compliled
and furnished to the Department of Personnel and Training.

4. Railways etc. may advise their units concerned to refer to theSHWW(PPR)
Act, 2013 and the SHWW(PPR) Rules, 2013, which ar available at the website
of the Minsitry of Women and Child Development (wcd.nic.in) under Legislation/
Acts, and in case of any conflict/doubt vis-a-vis Board’s instructions dated
05.03.2015, the provisions of the Act/Rules shall prevail.

5. Rule 9(2) of the RS(D&A) Rules, 1968 lays down that theComplaints
Committee established for inquiring into complaints of sexual harassment shall
hold such inquiry as far as practicable in accordance with the procedure laid
down in these Rules. A guide on ‘Steps for Conduct of Inquiry in complaints of
Sexual Harassment’, intended to give the procedure as prescribed in the rules/
instructions is enclosed as Annexure-II. This is, however, not internded as a
substitute for reference to the Rules and instructions. Members of the Complaints
Committees and others who are required to deal with such inquiries should
acquaint themselves with RS(D&A) Rules, 1968 and instructions issued
thereunder.

6. The above provisions may be brought to the notice of all concerned on
the Railways.

Annexure-2
Steps for Conduct of Inquiry in Complaints of Sexual Harassment

Complaints Committees
1. Complaints Committees have been set up at the Zonal and Divisional
level in all zonal Railways and other offices under the Ministry of Railways in
pursuance to the judgement of the Hon’ble Supreme Court in the Vishakha
case. As per Section 4(1) of the sexual Harassment of Women at Workplace
(Prevention, Prohibition and Redressal) Act, 2013 (“the Act”), the Internal
Complaints Committee (referred to as “Complaints Committee” hereafter) is to
be set up at every workplace. As per Section 4(2), this will be headed by a
woman and at least half of its members should be women. In case a woman
officer of sufficiently senior level is not available in a particular office, an officer
from another office may be so appointed. To prevent the possibility of any undeue
pressure or influence from senior levels, such Complaints Committees should
involve a third party, either an NGO or some other body whichis familiar with the
issue of sexual harassment.

What is Sexual Harassment?
2. “Sexual harassment” includes any one or more of the following acts or
behaviour (whether directly or by implication), namely :-

(i) Physical contact and advances; or
(ii) a demand or request for sexual favours; or
(iii) sexually coloured remarks; or
(iv) showing any pornography; or
(v) any other unwelcome physical, verbal, non-verbal conduct of a

sexual nature.
3. The following circumstances, among other circumstances, in relation
to or connected with any act or behaviour of sexual harassment may amount to
sexual harassment :

(i) implied or explic it promise of preferential treatment in
employment; or

(ii) implied or explicit threat of detrimental treatment in employment;
or

(iii) implied or explicit threat about her present or future employment
status; or

(iv) interference with her work or creating an intimidating or offensive
or hostile work environment for her; or

(v) humiliating treatment likely to affect her health or safety.

Workplace defined :
4. As per section 2(o) of the Act, thefollowing places are included within
the ambit of the expression “workplace”.

(i) any department, organisation, undertaking, establishment,
enterprise, institution, office, etc. -- established, owned, controlled
or wholly or substantially financed by funds provided directly or
indirectly by the Central Government;

(ii) hospitals or nursing homes ;

(iii) any sports institute, stadium, etc., used for training, sports or
other activities relating thereto;

(iv) any place visited by the employee arising out of or during the
course of employment--including transportation provided by the
employer for undertaking such journey;

(v) a dwelling place or a house.

Initial relief
5. The Committee will also have the power to recommend :

(a) to transfer the aggrieved woman or the charged officer to any
other workplace; or

(b) to grant leave to the aggrieved woman upto a period of three
months. (The leave will not be deducted from her leave account.)
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Complaints Committee to be Inquiring Authority
6. As per proviso to Rule 9(2) of RS(D&A) Rules, 1968, in case of complaints
of sexual harassment, the Complaints Committee set up for inquiring into such
complaints shall be deemed to be the Inquiring Authority appointed by the
Disciplinary Authority for the purpose of these rules. Complaints Committee,
unless a separate procedure has been prescribed, shall hold the inquiry as far
as practicable in accordance with the procedure laid down in the Rule 9.
Need for investigation
7. The Complaints Committees may act on complaints of sexual
harassment when they receive them directly or through administrative
authorities etc, or when they take cognizance of the same suo-moto. As per
Section 9(1) of theAct, theaggrieved woman or complainant is required to
make a complaint within three months of theincident and in case there has
been a series of incidents, three months of thelast incident. The Complaints
Committee may however extend the time limit for reasons to be recorded in
writing, if it is satisfied that the circumstances were such which prevented the
complainant from filing a complaint within the stipulated period.
8. As mentioned above, the complaints of sexual harassment are required
to be handled by Complaints Committee. On receipt of a complaint, facts of the
allegation are required to be verified. This is called preliminary enquiry/fact
finding enquiry or investigation. The Complaints Committee conducts the
investigation. They may then try to ascertain the truth of the allegations by
collecting the documentary evidence as well as recording statements of any
possible witnesses including the complainant. If it becomes necessary to
issue a Charge Sheet, disciplinary authority relies on the investigation for
drafting the imputations, as well as for evedence by which the charges are to
be proved. Therefore this is a very important part of the investigation.
Dual Role
9. In the light of the Proviso to the Rule 9(2) mentioned above, the
Complaints Committee would normally be involved at two stages. The first stage
is investigation already discussed in the preceding para. The second stage is
when they act as Inquiring Authority. It is necessary that the two roles are clearly
understood and the inquiry is conducted as far as practicable as per Rule 9 of
Rs (D&A) Rules, 1968, failure to observe the procedure may result in the inquiry
getting vitiated.
10. As the Complaints Committees also act as Inquiring Authority in terms of
Rule 9 (2) mentioned above, care has to be taken at the investigation stage that
impartiality is maintained. Any failure on this account may invite allegations of
bias when conducting the inquiry and may result in theinquiry getting vitiated.
When allegations of bias are received against an Inquiring Authority, such
Inquiring Authority is required to stay the inquiry till the Disciplinary Authority
takes a decision on the allegations of bias. Further, if allegations of bias are
established against one member of the Committee on this basis, that Committee
may not be allowed to conduct the inquiry.
11. In view of the above, the Complaints Committee when investigating the

allegations should make recommendations on whether there is a prima facie
substance in the allegations which calls for conducting a formal inquiry. They
should avoid making any judgmental recommendations or expressing views
which may be construed to have prejudiced their views while conducting such
inquiry.
Decision to issue Charge sheet, and conducting Inquiry.
12. On receipt of the Investigation Report, the Disciplinary Authority should
examine the report with a view to see as to whether a formal Charge Sheet
needs to be issued to the Charged Officer. As per Rule 9 (6), Charge Sheet is to
be drawn by or on behalf of the Disciplinary Authority. In case the Disciplinary
Authority decideds on that couse, the Charged Officer should be given an
opportunity of replying to the Charge Sheet. As per Rule 9(9), a decision on
conducting the inquiry has to be taken after consideration of the reply of the
charged officer.
13. If the Charged Officer admits the charges clearly and unconditionally,
there will be no need for a formal inquiry against him and further action may be
taken as per Rule 10 of the RS(D&A) Rules.
The Inquiry-stages
14. In case the Charged Officer denies the charges and his reply is not
convincing, the Charge Sheet along with his reply may be sent to the Complaints
Committee for formal inquiry, and documents mentioned in Rule 9(10) will be
forwarded to the Complaints Committee, As per Section 11(3) of the Act, for the
purpose of making an inquiry, the Complaints Committee shall have the same
powers as are vested in a civil court under the Code of Civil Procedure, 1908
when trying a suit in respect of the following matters, namely :-

(a) summoning and enforcing the attendance of any person and
examining him on oath;

(b) requiring the discovery and production of documents; and
(c) any other matter which may be prescribed.

The Section 11(4) of the Act requires that the inquiry shall be completed within
a period of ninety days.
15. The Disciplinary Authority shall also interms of Rule 9(9) (c) appoint a
railway or any other Government servant as a Presenting Officer to present
evidence on behalf of prosecution before the Complaints Committee/Inquiring
Authority. The listed documents are to be sent to the Presenting Officer. The
Complaints would, thereafter, summon the Presenting Officer and the Charged
Officer. The inquiry would be held in respect of those charges which have not
been admitted by the Charged Officer. The Charged Officer is also entitled to
engage a Defence Assistant. The provisions relating to Defence Assistant are
given in Rule 9(13).
16. The Inquiring Authority is, thereafter, required to ask the Presenting Officer
to have the prosecution documents, listed in teh Charge Sheet inspected by the
Charged Officer. Copies of such documents, if not given to the Charged Officer,
would be handed over to him. The Charged Officer would, therefore, be required
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
