UPERATING TRANSPORTATION

I FREIGHT OPERATION :

Since reorganization of IR in 2003, East Coast Railway has continued to create history of achievements. During
the fiscal 2019-20, ECoR added another glorious chapter in its history and continues to be the Highest Freight
Loader amongst all railways, crossing the magical figure of 200 MT. ECoR's loading was 29 MT more than the
2nd highest loading zone i.e. S.E.Railway. In this process for the first time it also became the zone with the
highest freight earnings of Rs.19589.02 Crores and highest overall earnings of Rs. 21440.97Crores.

This historic journey was marred by multiple road blocks like severe cyclone by name FANI in the month of
May, excessive torrential rain, fatal accident in Talcher colliery triggering to long periods of strike during Jul-
Aug and global pervading pandemic COVID-19 at the fag end of the financial year, resulting ECoR grew by
9.21 MT over last financial year translating 4.8% growth.
